For Senate printer .Mr. Harris, formerly

Minister to Brazil, and ex member of Con¬
gress, and ex-editor ol the I uion, is an ap¬
plicant for re election. Mr. BoWuiati, of the
Constitution, is a candidate, and is Mr.
Ileissofthe States.

It is uncertain whether the Republicans
can organize the House alter all. It is now
reported that some ol the New York mem¬

bers will bolt.that is, will not go lor a

straight-out Republican. It looks us it the
Democrats and Southern Opposition will
unite so far as to make the clerk und the
printer, but not I he speaker.

Justice Peter \ Daniel, of the Supreme
Court, is still dangerously ill. Considering
his age, it is not likelv that lie will ever take
his aeat on the bench of the Supreme Court
again.

Senator Douglas is so far recovered that he
rides out. lie expresses no anxiety for the
Humiliation at Charleston. His friends say
that he would accept a nomination simply by
a majority ol the convention.
The Douglas Democrats are somewhat nu¬

merous here, and are coining in from the
North and West. They assure their South¬
ern Iriends. that, without Douglas, they can

count on no Northern States.

Affairs at Charlestown.
Chari.estown, Mommy Kvknim:..On

Saturday and Sunday the town was crowded
with strangers and the military. Extensive
arrangements are making lor the reception
of additional military forces who are en

route from different parts of the of the State.
The churches have all been taken possession
of for barracks.
On Sunday night the military confidently

expected an attack, and the sentries were

doubled, but no loes appeared. Hiw they
are expected to arrive is not stated, but as

the country is being patrolled lor twenty
miles around, it must be by the underground
railroad. It is staled on good authority that
Gov. Wise has sent spies into Ohio and
Pennsylvania, and that it is from their re¬

ports that large bodies of men are arming
and moving towards Virginia, that the mili¬
tary force is beiug so largely augmented.
About seven hundred additional troops

have arrived here since Saturday, including
two companies from Wheeling: so that we

have now about fifteen hundred under arms

in this town, besides those at Harper's Ter¬
ry, Shepherstowii, and Mart insburg.
A letter from Huntington county. Pa.,

States that larjje bodies of armed men tire

moving towards Virginia across North Moun¬
tain, and are supposed to be on their way
towards Charlesto\ui. These reports cause

constant panics. All is quiet to-day, mid ar¬

rangements are making for erecting the gal¬
lows.

Arrest for Shun tors La.sci'aui:..A resi¬
dent on Ferry Point, opposite this city, John
Fletcher by name, who came Irom Washing¬
ton citv some live years ago, on Tuesday
last, in the gr >eery store of his neighbor Mr.
James P. June*, in t lie presence often cred¬
itable witnesses, while in conversation about
the Harper's Ferry atTair, "avowed himself
an abolitionist, und asserted that there were

to jj»*t his coat and hat; but ou his return
said he had changed his mind an.I was de¬
termined not to Im' taken. 1 he officer then
attempted to seiite him. when he held the
door nearly closed with one hand while with
the other lie drew a ktnle. which he held up
in a threatening manner, and >aid, " you,
if vou attempt to enter I will kill you. Mr.
Drurv then went and summoned persons to
his assistance; and on hi* return, Hetchcr
after consulting with members ol his family,
aud being threatened with a forcible eu

trance bv the posse w ithout, quietly surren

dered and was taken off to jail to undergo
an examination.

Convention Postponed.
To nit OrroMTjoM P.vktv >>t Virginia.
At a called meeting ol the State Opposi¬

tion Committee, held at their room in I lit*

Whig building, the night of 28th NuveinlnT.
lKf>'.», the following proceedings were had:

\\ hereas, Ili*» Stale Central Committee of
the Hp|Mmition party ol Virginia have re¬

commended that a State Convention be held
in the city of Richmond. on the I trti «l:iy ol
December next, for the purpose of suggest¬
ing to the country at large »'>me basis on

which I nion loving men ol all .sections
might combine, to form a constitutional. na¬

tional ami conservative party, to secure the
rights ami to preserve the I nion of the
Slates, ami to supersede the party now

in power: And, whereas, the recent in¬
vasion of our State at Harper's Ferry,
and the other hostile demonstrations have
produced a state of feeling, which, il
not incompatible with, at least endangers,
a caliu and reflective survey of the difficul¬
ties and embarrassments which now disturb
the peace and harmony of the country; trust-

ing that the lapse of a short period of time
may bring forth a distinct demonstration of
a sounder and more conservative sentiment

ilesiring to use all honorable means to

trumpiili/.e the disturbances which now so

unhappily threaten the general weal and
public welfare.and ardently w ish to bring
about some national organization, by virtue
of the supremacy of which t lie I nion of the
States ami the States ol the I nion shall be
ami remain as they were contemplated by
the Constitution and its trainers:..Now,
therefore, the State < 'entral Committee of the
* opposition party of Virginia do recommend
that the holding of the said Convention be
postponed until the 2'Jd day of February
next.

The committee are aware and regret that
the time between now and the 14th of l>c-
cember is short, yet there is abundant time
to inform all the delegates of the proposed
change, so as not to subject them to incon¬
venience: and they ure also aware that most
of the counties ot the State have deputed
delegates to attend, on the 14th of Decent
her, but this is not a matter of important
consideration, ii« the same delegates w ill, ¦»(
course, attend a* delegates, mi the 'J'Jnd dav
ol February next. Believing that, at this
particular time, the people would be reluc¬
tant to leave their homes, and, under all the
circumstances, deeming it wise to postdate
the holding of the Convention, the Commit¬
tee do earnestly recommend the adoption of
the foregoing suggestions, and invoke all the
counties of the State, which have not np
pointed delegates to do s<> between now and
the 2i!d day of February, and thus let the
Opposition party of Virginia form a nucleus,
around which I. nion loving men may gather,
and by which the Constitution may be pre¬
served.

Gold ana Silver Crop of the D. 8.

The B.illic. which arrived ut this port yes¬
terday. brought I'roin California one million
severt" hundred thousand dollars in gold, be-
sides, perhaps, a quarterof h million in the
hands «.f passengers. The gold crop of Call
lornia exhibitN no diminution in its yield,
notwithstanding the immense returns of the
precious metals it has been pouring out for
tin' past ten or eleven years. Indeed, it has
Iwpii steadily increasing ot lute. We find
that the imports « f gold lor ISM, up to the
.late..I th<- Baltic's arrivalyesterday, amount
to tieurlv thirty six millions, with three more

shipments yet to h* received between this
and the end of tin! vear, which w ill doubt
lea* bring it up to forty millions, and will
show an increase over the shipments of 1S.SS
ot about four millions, while the increase
during that year over 1S57 w as close on two
millions. The returns of gold from the
Australian fields, it may he remarked, do
not exhibit so favorable a record .is this .

Then, we have the I'ike's I'trak and Fraser
river mines, Inith giving promise of a ri«-li
harvest in time. I p to the present I'ike's
Peak has yielded from half a million to a

million, and the work has not lairly com-

cvmced there, while the Fraser river mines,
which are longer in operation, have given
from two to three millions.

Arizona. meantime, opens to us her fruit¬
ful fields ol silver, w hicli promise to ho abun¬
dant, and perhaps that lerntory only re¬

quires the aid ol machinery, milling skill
and a ready transit, to render it as valuable
as California in the hardly less precious
metal. When the contemplated road from
Arizona to liuaynias is opened, we shall
probably have such another rush ol emigra¬
tion as the gold discovered in California pro¬
duced, ami it is not unlikely that silver will
soon come pouring in as plentifully from
Arizona. :is gold Irom California, a fact which
will effect some change in tin' relative value
ofthe two uietals. Before many years,
we may be counting the gold anil silver crop
of the limed States on an equal looting
with our cotton crop, in value aud impor¬
tance...V ]'. Jlfi'iihl.
