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It is said that by thearrangementsrecent¬
ly made l>y Gen. Scott, with the British au¬

thorities, relative to the island ol San J nan,
ull of (Jen. Harney's "ariny of occupation"
that recently held (HNMetuiion of San Juan,
has been withdrawn, with the exception of
one small company, under Captain Hunt,
which remains to protect the American set¬

tlors on the inland from the outrages of the
Indians; and this force remains, after a full
understanding with the Kuglish local au¬

thorities that they represent no pretension
to exclusive rights to the island, but are
merely there to |<»ok a'ter American inter-
osts, conceding to the Kuglish the ¦*niiu> right
to come there to protect their rights. Thus,
although no British troop.-, were actually on

the ground, the occupation of San Juan,
when (Jen. Scott left, was virtually a joint
one.both parties. l<>r the time being, to

respect mutually the claim of the other to be
there. It is further said, that (ion. Scott
does not question the paramount nature of
the title of the American Government to the
inland of San Juan. II lelt to fair arbitra¬
tion. there is little doubt but we will get it.
But the action of Harney in taking armed
jKMHession of the island and claiming exclu¬
sive title to it iu the manner he did. General
Scott seems to think was wrong in itself, and
not to be sustained by our government, es¬

pecially in view of the undertaking by Mr.
Nlarcy, that neither party should pretend to
exclusive jurisdiction upon the disputed ter¬

ritory, while the title was still unsettled and
the Ismndary line undefined.

The arrival of Lieutenant General Winfield
Scott at New York, from San Juan, bearing
the news of the temporary settlement of the

disputed island question, has been announ¬

ced. lie was accompanied by Col. Lay,
Col. Thomaa, and I>r. Crane, all of the I'nited
States army. The two former were sent im¬

mediately to Washington, as bearers of dis¬

patches to President Buchanan, containing
a full statement of the terms of the settle¬
ment of the San Juan imbroglio. General
Scott's arrival was entirely unexpected, and
therefore the citizens ofNew York were pre¬
cluded from giving him a handsome recep-
tiou. The Times bays:."Some fears werv

entertained that the imfirmity of years would
render the journey too wearisome for his
strength, but the result Is happily different
Gen. Scott states that since he left New York
on the 20th of last September, he has travel¬
ed milea. So far from impairing his
health, the constant changes have been ol
decided benefit, and he suys he was never
more robust and vigorous than lit; is at pre
sent."

harpsichord which Washington purchased
iu London, at :i cost of one thousand dollars,
as a present to his step grand daughter.
Vellv Curtis, who then lived at Mount Ver¬
non." The piano forte was little known in

America at that time, and seldom used. A
drawing of this instrument is given by Mr.

Particulars of the Late Accident in Norfolk.
Norfolk, Dec. 12..The most intense ex¬

citement prevailed here from Friday after¬
noon last until I o'clock Saturday, growing
out of the fact that an interesting little son of
Abroin F. Leonard, esq., one of the editors*
ot the Southern Argus, had been found dead
in room No. .51, National Hotel, which was
theu occupied by Lieutenant 1'. Murphy,I. S. N. Lieut. M. was absent lioui the
house troui about 2 o'clock, and returned be¬
tween 4 and o o'clock and discovered the
body of tho lad lying upon the tloor of his
room, with what appeared to be u deep in-
cisod wound in his throat, which had
severed the windpipe and caused instant
death.
A jury of inquest was empaiiuelcd at 11

o'clock Saturday morning, and sworn in over
the body ol the deceased, which still o<vu-

pied room Nu. «1. Lieut. Murphy was tin?
first witness sworn, who testified relative to
his visit to the stoamer and bin return, alter
which he went to his room, lor the purpose
ot taking a nap, and on pushing open the
door, as he stepped upon the threshold, lie
saw the Isnly of \ irginiu* Leonard stretched
out on the tloor. He then called Mrs.
Garrison, who occupied the next room, and
said to her, "Good God, Leonard's Isiy is
dead!" lie then called Purser Johnson, ami
while speaking of the matter to him. Mr.
Leonard came up from his dinner, ami pass-
ed by Lieut. Murphy's room into his own,
which was adjoining. Lieut. Murphy then
broko the sad news to Mr. Leonard, who
immediately repaired to the corpse of hi*
son, and requested that medical aid he call-
ed in. I>rs. Andrews and Holmes then came
in, ami pronounced the wound an incised
o- e. On his cross-examination, Lieut. Mur-
phy said his sw.irds were locked up in his
chest, but there were two guns in the room,
oue of which he had loaded, and did not
know whether it was loaded or not when he
returned. Mr. Leonard was the first one

clearly inside the room. Nothing had been
disturbed.
At this juncture it was proposed to ex-

elude all but the jurors from the inquest-
room, and the members of the press retired
after protesting against such a proceeding. .
They were soon permitted to return to the
room, and the post mortem examination took
place. i>rs. Andrews and Holmes decided
that the wouud was incised, and pointed
out to the jury that the wind-pipe was sev-
ered as nicely as knile could have done it..

Thejury, being thoroughly convinced that
murder had been committed, were then rcu-

dy and willing to Bpend a week in the inves¬
tigation ol tho matter, rather than the vile
assassin shou'd not be brought to punish¬
ment. I>r. Gait, however, a young man,
but one of the most promising physicians in
this city, ami brother to Gait, the sculptor,
pere isled after the other physicians had giv¬
en tho case up, in examining farther, lie
then turned the body on its face and made
an incisiouon the hack, just above the right
shoulder-blade, and just below the skin,
found a full charge of No. C shot, together
with paper wad, and a handful of lead-color-
wadding Irom the over-coat of the deceased.
This charge had passed through the body,
severed the wind-pipe, and broken the first
and second ribs, near the column of the ver¬
tebra. The whole matter was at once clear¬
ed up.tho little fellow had gone in Lieut.
Murphy's room, and while playing with the
gun, had accidentally shot himself. The
guus were then examined, and one of the
barrels found empty and hearing the appear-
mice ol having been recently discharged..
One or two other witnesses were then exam-

ined, who testified to hearing a noise like
the explosion ol fire-aruis about the time
that the little fellow came upstairs, and the
jury soon rendered a verdict to the effect
that "the deceased came to his death by tin-
accidental discbarge of a gun hi his own
bands."

This was a groat relief to the friends of Mr.
Murphy, who is one of our most esteemed
naval officers, and who, in the eyes ol many,
was placed in rather a delicate position, from
the fact that it hud been supposed that tin-
child had been killed and placed in his room,
that he might be implicated iu the deed. It
w a> also a great relief to the Iriends ol Mr.
Win. L. Walters, the proprietor of the Nation-
al Hotel, who was in great distress at the id«:a
that so horrible n crime as child murder
should be Committed iu his house.

After the discovery of the cause of the child*
death, aud the rendition of the verdict, the
excitement subsided and gave place to grief,
not alone for the death of the innocent little
victim, but for the sufferings ot the bereaved
father and step-mother, ami the large circle
of distressed relatives.

VIRGINIA LEGISLATURE.
In th»* Senate ou Tuesday, Mr. Coghill,

from the committee of Courts of Justin,
made a report advert to the |>etiti«.ui for the
commutation of the punishment of Edwin
Cuppic. Subsequently. Mr. Coghill explain¬
ed the action of the committee, ami said that
the Governorot Virginia hud expresed the
opinion that, if the Legislature of Virginia
would give him the power, he would commute
the puuishmeut of Cuppic into penitentiary
confinement lor life; hut the committee saw

no reason for changing the senteuce.
Mr. Johusou said that the committee were

divided as to the appeal. 1I«* was satistied
by tin* evidence of the Governor, that Coppic
was not so guilty as the other prisoners, as

he had been seduced l»y John Brown, who
made him believe that his whole object was

to run away negroes, lie thought we should
make a discrimination.

Mr. Coghill, said that while Coppic might
not be so guilty as Brown, he was guilty, and
had been so pronounced by Jury aud Court,
and the matter had been tully adjudicated
aud settled. Mr. C. saw not one single
ground upon which this petition could pro¬
perly be bused. Coppic was engaged in
open rebellion against slaveholders, which
led to their murder. He had been convicted
of treason, murder, A.c. This is a question of
absolute, and not comparative guilt. Me
(Mr. . '.) had the highest respect lur the Gov¬
ernor, who always discharged his duties with
tearless honesty and lirmness, still he (Mr.
C.) had his own duty to perform, and would
do so.

Mr. i«hcll saw no reason for any delay in
this matter, after the action of the Courts
ami the legislature. Mr. I. saw no differ-
ence in the guilt of Coppio and the other
prisoners. The testimony showed that he
was one ol the most desperate ol the insur¬
gents, having himself killed the Mayor of
Harper's Ferry with a ball from his Sharpest
ritte. The people of Jefferson wore univer¬
sally in favor of the execution of all the
prisoners sentenced to death, aud would be
shocked by the intelligence of tho pardou
of any of them. Coppic is as guilty of mur¬

der as any of the convicted.
Mr. Thomas, of Halifax, had agreed with

the Senator lrotn Bedford, that it might bt
politic to temper justice with mercy, especi¬
ally alter the emphatic pledge of the Gover¬
nor to assume the responsibility of making
a discrimination. But a paper had just
been put iiito his hands, containing a letter
iroin Coppic, which had entirely changed his
views, and saiistied him that Cuppic was as

guilty as any of the insurgents. Mr. T. read
the letter, which was read at Brown's funer¬
al, aud concluded by saying that he w as now

entirely opposed to the commutation of Cop-
pic's sentence.
Mr. Johnson, said that had he known the

facts ot the case as stated by Mr. Is bell, lie
never would have entertained the opinion
expressed by himself this morning, in favor
ol the commutation. Mr. J. therefore took!
pleasure in withdrawing his motion to lay
ou the table, and in sustaining the commit-
lee's report.
