sance. Mr. Watts, for the commonwealth,

Potomac Fisheries.
All will agree that the present state < f

the Sha<l and Herring Fisheries of the Poto¬
mac is a matter of no small concern to the
majority ol our citizens. In them areinter-
ested 11..t only the proportionate lew, who
are owner)", but all who for years have been
consumers, regarding them as a fruitful and
cheap source ot a hitherto very necessary
article of food. From their great scarcity
for the la>t three years, the fish have ceased
t'; be a Iiece»sar\ an 1 become a luxury..
.My present object is not to discuss the cau¬
ses «>t this scarcity; l>ut is more practical,
being simply to propose a plan by which its
consequences as to our immediate selves
may be obviated, and a large number sup-
pl'p \ regardless of price. This end is to be
obtained by a radical change in the manner
of conducting the fisheries. The nature of
this change I now respectfully submic to
the consideration of the public, with a sin¬
cere conviction, that its general features
cannot fail to meet with their approbation,
since it combines economy with almost a

certainty of supply to ih.is? who participate
in the arrangement, even though the quatiti-
tv of fish mIiouIi) not exceed that tuken at

any one of a majority of shores since the com¬
mencement of the decrease. 1 suggest that
a good shore be selected.one hitherto re

markable for success -to be fished a* fol¬
lows: No cash is to be paid to any one,

<but the wages and compensation of all in¬
terested i» to be drawn in fish. One man is
to furnish the shore, another the outfit
(some one of our "disgusted" fishermen;,
and a number of other-, are to furnish a

sufficient quantum of seine-haulers to work
the seine. The gross quantity of fish taken
J will divide into tv\>> hundred shares, by
way of ascertaining the proportion due each
party interested, according to the means

furnished for the experiment. To the owner
of the shore 1 would allot, fifty of these shares,
to the owner of the outfit fifty, to the own¬
ers of the seine-haulers seventy-five, in the
aggregate, to be drawn according to the
number of hands furnished: to the captain
or seine-caster, ten, to the clerk, seven, to
the tail-end foreman five, and if there is no

tail-end foreman, the captain is to have1
three of these five shares and the clerk the
other two, and finally to the seine-mender,
the remaining three of the two hundred.
The provisions are to be obtained by the

proceed* of the sale of fish sent to market
for that purpose, when necessary. These
fish are not to be credited to any one, and
consequently the provisions will be paid
for hy all according to their respective por¬
tions.
The duty of the clerk shall be to divide

the fish and salt down that nioity falling to
the seine-haulers, captain, clerk, «t<\, to be
divided at the end of the season according to
the above arrangement: also to take charge
of all the stores, give out and take in every
thing, and superintend his peculiar depart¬
ment generally.
The owners <>f scino-haulors are to send

their "stands" to the fishing shore, (there¬
by saving tiie lust dt time id passing to ami
from the shore with their carts 'luring the
season), with their names lugiblv written un

them, to be taken charge of by the clerk and
recorded in his hook.
A few more men than is necessary to haul

the seine are to be employed to strike down
or suit all fish belonging t the seine-haulers
or their owners, as also one to cook. 'Ihese
men are to shaie and share alike with the
seine-haulers, and are to haul when their
other duties will allow, ll more fish are

caught than the clerk can manage, or the
stands are full, he if to sell them and depo-
site the proti&'il* in hank, to be divided at

the end of the season fairly between all who
are interested according to the scale ulrea-
il v set forth.

Lnstlv, at the end of the season, all who are
interested are to be placed in possesion ot
their due share of fish.

scheme would !<e profitable and of decided
advantage to the residents ol counties ad¬
joining these shores.
