CONGRESS.

[REPORTED FOR TIIK ALEXANDRIA GAZETTE.]
Senate, Monday, January 8.

The Senate was called t<> order at noon.

After praver and reading the journal
Mr. Gwinn, of Cal., introduced a bill to

organize the Territory of Nebraska. This
bill proposes to remedy a defect in the origi¬
nal organization of the territory of Nebraska.

After the introduction and reference of
numerous private memorials and bills
Mr. Brown, of Miss., gave notice of a bill

to establish a Government Printing Office.
Mr. Davis, of Miss., introduced bills.

for the sale of public arms, and the appoint¬
ment of Superintendents of the National
Armories; to secure enlistments in, and pre¬
vent desersious from the United States Ar¬
my; to increase pay of Army Officers; to
secure the efficiency of the Army by retiring
inefficient officers.
Mr. Lane, of Oregon, introduced a resolu¬

tion requesting the President to communi¬
cate to the Senate the correspondence rela¬
tive to the Mand of San Juan between
Gens. Scott, and llarney and the British
Authorises: adopted.
Mr. Hale, of N. H., gave notice of a hill

to pension the widow of Gen. Macomb.
Mr. Slidell introduced a bill to prevent

the circulation io the District of Columbia
of bank notes under $20: referred.

Mr. Slidell, also, introduced a resolution
that the Secretary of the Treasury report
the balance of "the amount appropriated
under the treaty of Gaudalope Hidalgo:
adopted.Mr. Wilson, of Mass., introduced a resolu¬
tion directing the Secretary of the Ireasury
to communicate to the Senate a statement of
the trade between the United States and the
British Provinces: adopted.
Mr. Dixon, of Conn., addressed the Senate

in opposition to the President's recommen¬

dation in the Arm istad ca-e. At the con¬

clusion of Mr. Dixon's speech,
Mr. Iverson.of Ga* explained in a written

speech, the views expressed by him in the
House of Representatives and Senate at va¬

rious times, touching popular sovereignty..
He condemned the doctrines ot Senator

f Douglas respecting squatter sovereignty, as

political heresies, and advocated with much
ability the power and duty of Congress to

Srotect in the Territories of the United
tates, the property of Slave-holders. The

South should demand of their Northern
brethren full protection lor slavery in tlit*
common Territories, and if that was refused,
the South should not remain in the Union.
The Southern delegates to the Charleston
Convention should demand that a provision
be, at once, incorporated into the party plat-
form, providing for the protection of Slavery
in the Territories, or in default of that, at

once withdraw from the Convention and
make arrangements for their equality in the
Union or independence out of it. tor him¬
self, unless such a platforai was adopted, he
would not support the nominee except as a

choice of evils. There were men whom he
would support even upon a faulty platform.
Sueh men a# Hunter, Breokenridge or Ste¬

phens would receive his support. There
were such men at the North, but very few.
He could not support Mr. Douglas until by
long years of penance he expiated his trea¬

son to the Demotrratuj._party and the South.
He paid a compliment to the soundness of
the Northern Democracy upon some ques-
tious, but avowed that upon the most im¬
portant of living issues they were as prac¬
tically unsound as the Republicans, into
whom, like the \\ hig party, they would
soon be swallowed up. There was but one

path ot safety to the South, and that was in
a confederacy of homogeneous interests, lan¬
guage and institutions. There had been
threats even upon this tii»or that the South
wwuld be whipped into submission. IIo felt
certain that those who made the threat (nod-
din" to the sent i<f Mr. I. handler of Mich.,)
would be the last to undertake to carry it
into execution.
But the t" uion could be dissolved without

firing a gun. \V hat would be toe value of a

Union maintained by the force ot the bayo¬
net. ludeed, if fifteen States of the Union
swung out of it together, none but Abolition
fanatics and fools would think of attempting
to counsel their subjugation, tie believed
the South would stand tirm upon the rock of
her rights, exclaiming

"Come oue, come all, this rook chilli Hv
From its firm base as ho<>u as I."

At the close of Mr. Iverson's speech, and
at 4 o'clock, the Senate adjourned.

House of Representatives.
Mr. Gartrell nwe to address the II >use.

Mr. Wiuslow asked him to give way for
a call of the I louse, with a view to proceed
to the election of a Speaker.
Mr. Gartreil said that lie was anxious for

an organization (if the House to-day. Al¬
though lie was desirous of the attention of the
House, yet, if there was a prospect of organi¬
zation, he vvoiiid cheerfully yield the door,
with the understanding that he would be
entitled to it when the discussion was again
resumed.
On motion of Mr. Winslow, there was a

call of the House. I) :riug the call, Mr.
Smith, of Va., rising to a personal explana¬
tion, said that during his recent speech he
had suffered frequent interrupt ms to be
made to his remarks without complaint and
with the courtesy which he trusted always
characterized him. lie found, however,
that his kindness on that occasion had been
misinterpreted in some quarters, as indicat¬
ing a want of self-respect, and it had been

urged on him that he should have been less
yielding on the occasion. He felt it his du¬

ty to say that he had not thought at the time
that any disrespect was intended, and pri¬
vate assurances from various gentlemen
since, had confirmed that .pinion. He desir¬
ed to say this, that the whole matter might
be understood.
He also felt it due to himself to allude to

another matter. During the session of the
26th of December, whilst ail parties in the
House l'elt the genial influences of the fes¬
tive season, some one had the kindness
to seud him a glass of egg-nog. (Laugh¬
ter.) He understood it was from a lady,
and he had received too many favors from
that sweet portion of mankind not to feel

grateful tor it. He had not taken a glass of

spirit and water tor forty-five years, even in
all his intercourse with the people. Hut on'
such an occasion egg-uog was a portion of
the festivity. He raised it to his lips and
drank a portion of it. Even this had been
seized upon and tortured into a reflection upon
his character and that of the house. News¬
papers hud made it the theme.of temai k, and
the iuuocfcuce of t^e transeactiun'beeu tot$ ly
misapprehended. Clue article especially, in a

St. ifOuis paper had done him great injustice,
but the writer had offered whatever of ».*-

puliation or apology was necessary, and he
was satisfied.
To show that the people of his own dis¬

trict understood the affair in its true light,
and did him juatico, he would have read an

article from a newspaper published in his
own district, edited by a gentleman al¬
ways opposed to him in politics, and on two

occasions his competitor tor a seat in Con-
gross. He alluded to the editor of the Alex¬
andria Gazette. to whom he paid a high
compliment. He sent to the Clerk an arti¬

cle from the Gazette defending Mr. Smith
against the charge of introducing the '"egg
nog era" (much merriment) into the House
of Representatives.
Mr. Smith continued, saying it had always

been his g<>od fortune to be sustained in his
nocial habits, by those who were his political
opponent*. Alluding to the reporters in the

Cileries, he «tiid from that galier'y went

ikrepoiis thai atemed specially intended to

bring the House into contempt. (Laughter.)
They had been courteously provided with
seats, and it struck him thai they should en¬

deavor to requite that courtesy, and put the
1 host face possible upon the affairs of the
House. They should ea*t the mautle of
charity over defects. At least, as dissemina¬
tors of popular intelligence' they should
''nothing extenuate, nor put down nught in
malice."
Mr. Winslow moved that the House pro¬

ceed to the election of a Speaker.
The motion was agreed to; yeas 210. nays 5.

Jersey, represented the anti-Lecomptonites.

It is said that the Americans were much
chagrined at the report that they proposed
to assist the 1 i.onocrats in electing a speaker,
in order that they might come in lor a share
of the minor ollices of the House.
The Republicans were much alarmed for

awhile at the report that Mr. Seward ad-
vised a withdrawal <1 Mr. Sherman for a

more moderate candidate. On Mr. Seward's
arrival here, these fears gave wuy under his
assurance that the best policy ol the party
was to remain a unit on Sherman. Thus
the calculations of Saturday were blown to

the winds, and the House is again at sea.
