In
this way he amassed an estate worth four
han thousand dollars.

Such was his attachment to money that

he was never known to credit a single dollar |

10 any mun. Upon the best mortgage or se-
curity that could be given he would not lend
a cent. He never vested one dollar to public
funds, neither would he keep the notes of
a;:y bank lcﬁng'}l‘tha;al;:’mld get &:m
changed. He deioaitpd hi sie n'a large
iron chest, :ﬁl lt! ‘would hold no more. Ile
a stromg iron hooped barrel,
also filled. After his death his
strong boxes yielded two hundred and thirty
thousand dolirl in gold and silver.

The cause of his death was as remarkable
as the course of his life. A gentleman from
Virginia offered bim twelve dollars a bushel
for one hundred and ten bushels of clover
seed, but he would not do it for less than
thirteen dollars, and they did not agree.—

To Rexovs Laxre O1r rrox Marsre.—Itis
difficult to remove lamp oil from white mar-
ble after it has become dry. Strong soap-
suds and alcohol willremove some of it from
the surface; but if the oil has been colored,
the stain is liable to remain. Another me-
thed is sometimes effectual, viz: take some
soapstone dust and place iton the top of the
oil stain, then lay a sheet of blotting paper
over it, and on the topof this a warm flatiron—
uot too hot. Allow the iron to remain until
it is coul; heat it again and do the same two
or three times, when the heat will penetrate
to the marble and warm the oil, which will
then be absorbed by thedust. When polish-
ed marble table tops have been wet with wa-
ter or any other liqit:id, they should be rub-
bed afterwards with some fine whiting and
a smooth piece of cork, to restore the polish;
and, lastly, they should be wiped with a
piece of silk or soft buff leather.
