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DESTHUCTION BY FIRE OF THK KOY^
AL OASTLK OP DENMARK.

[From the London l^mes.]
It has been briefly mentioned by telegraph,

that the palace of Fredericksborg, in Den¬
mark, has been destroyed by fire. There are

two royal residences in Denmark which bear

nearly the name same. The one, close to Co¬

penhagen, is Fredericksborg, built in the
18th century by Frederick IVin the Italian

style, and afterward* enlarged by Christian
VI., and from the baloonv of which there is
a magnificent view over the city, the Sound,
and the coasts of Sweden. The other pal¬
ace, that of Fredericksborg, which has been

just destroyed, was five miles from Copen¬
hagen, and was the Pantheon of the glories
of Denmark. It was divided into three

parts, separated from each other by fortified
fosses. The principal edifice had four sto¬
ries with hanasome towers and pinnacles. It
had vast cellars extending under water, fur
the chateau stood on an island in a lake,
but they were built so substantially that no

dampness could penetrate. What more par¬
ticularly attracted the attention of straugers
visiting this place, was the chapel, situated
in the left wing, and embellished with sculp¬
ture, and the most exquisite carvings in

wood. King Christian the Fourth, himself
turned several of the arabesques and flow-
era in ivory found there. The altar was a

masterpiece of workmanship, and had no

less than 150 kilograms of silver employed
on it. Over the gallery stood an escutcheon
with the arms of Denmark, surrounded by
those of the Knights still living of the or¬

ders of tho Elephant and Dannebrog. In
an adjoining hall were the escutcbeous of the
deceased knights, and among them that of
Napoleon I. The hall of the knights, one

of the largest in Europe, being not less than
150 feet long, was all of marble; its hand¬
some mantlepiece had been unfortunately
injured by the Swodes during the wars.

The ceiling was ornamented with innumera¬
ble figures, groups, and symbolical and em¬

blematical representations of all kinds, in¬
termingled with sentences in the Latin, Da¬
nish and German languages. It was a real
tkealrum wundi, and tweuty-eix artists were

employed on it for seven years. The por¬
trait gallery was unique of its kind, and of
great value for the history of Denmark.
Each sovereign bad a space reserved for him,
and round bim were grouped the members
of hia family, ministers, and all who had
made themselves conspicuous under his reign.
In the collection were portraits of the astro¬

nomer, Tycho Brahe, the poet Holberg, the
historian Suhm, and numerous others. The
portraits of Struensee and the unfortunate
Queen Mathilda were not suspended in the
gallery, but visitors were shown the words "0,
Ood, keep me innocent!" which the Queen
had cut on one of the windows with a dia¬
mond ring. Fredericksborg was, as has been
above mentioned, situated in the middle of a

Jake, a site expressly chosen by Christian IV.
.who was an experienced sailor, and one of
the most popular kings ever known in that
country. It was his favorite placo of resi¬
dence. The courtiers laughed at the idea of
building a palace in such a spot, but the
King paid no attention to their remarks,
and by the aid of English architects and
Yvorkmea, whom be procured f »r tho purpose,
succeeded in carrying out all his plans suc¬

cessfully, and completing a magnificent pile
of building.
The Milwaukie News say*: Two years

ago our friend J H. E , who lives
over in the mining district, about Shulls-
burg, ran for the Legislature. The district
was close, and it required the be9t foot for¬
ward to win. The profits to be derived
from an election were nothing, but the idea
of defeat did not leave any stone to remain
unturned by either party to secure a vote..
J is in the miniug business, and at
times employs a number of men, who dig
and delve in the bowels of the earth for his
profit.so the day before election he engag¬
ed about fifty Republican voters to work for
him the forenoon of Tuosday, and go to the
polls in the afternoon. Being prompt pay,
ho had no dufficulty in getting what help he
wanted, so bright and early Tuesday morn¬

ing fifty-three good Republicans stood togeth¬
er around the shaft leading down into the
hill one hundred and thirty feet, waitiug
for J . Soon he came, and down the
ladder the party went, till they struck the
bottom, when separating to follow the differ¬
ent veins or lodes, soon they were all hard
at work, with pick, chisel and drill, digging,
cutting and blasting for the bright cubes of
lead so plenty thereatautfl. J passed
round from group to group of men, joked
with, and directed them in their labors till
half-past eleven, when he very coolly put on

his coat, ascended the ladder, reached the
tjurface, drew a long breath, aud with the
help of two or three friends in the secret,
drew the ladder up after him, leaving fifty-
three good Republican voters hard at work
a hundred feet below, with no means of get¬
ting out till the ladder was replaced ! Tak¬
ing two sections of the ladder off to have
some new roundsput in, he left for the polls,
a mile distant, and when the votes were

counted at night, to the surprise of his oppo¬
nent, J had forty-two majority? An
hour later there might have been seen fifty-
three able bodied men, each one bearing a

lighted caudle, emerging from a certain hole
in the ground, like ants from a vial of mo¬

lasses, profaning fearfully, and vainly seek¬
ing for the man "who pulled up that lad¬
der," but for two days no such man could
be found. Concluding that they had been
sold in earnest, after a consultation, the mi¬
ners agreed to charge nothing for their ser¬

vices, driuk at J 's expense, and let the
matter dro£.but he was elected.
