Feeding IIess in Winter..A correspon¬
dent of the American Agriculturist, recom¬

mends giving hens hot food in winter to
make them lay. lie says the best way is to

put a quart of small potatoes in an old pan,
and set them in the oven. Mix a quart of
wheat or buckwheat bran in the swill pail,
with boiling water; then add about one quart
of live coals from the stove, the potatoos hot
from the oven, and all the egg shell* on

hand, with a little salt or sulphur occasion¬
ally. These are all mashed together, and
foif to the fowls in a trough so made that
the hens cannot step into it, but only put
their bills in. This feed is given in the
morning, at noon some corn, and at evening
oats, or wheat screanings.
Beans and Indian Corn for Milch

Cows..11. II. Brown, of (Ireece, informs us

that he fed his cows early in this spring,
with three pints each per day of Indian
corn and white beans, ground together in
equal parts. He never had his cows do so

well on anv other food: they gave a large
quantity of milk, and the calves were the
finest he ever raised. The food gave the
cows a good start, and they continued in
good condition during the summer, and af¬
forded an unusual quantity of milk. lie
says he shall sell no more beans, but feed
them to his cows.
