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At Charlestowo, on the 2d instant, Judge
Keoney, after argument by counsel, refused

To this ruling,
exceptions were taken by prisoner's conn-

Bel. Stevens was then arraigned and plead
"not guilty." The ompanneling of the jury
was then commenced, aud the whole twenty-
four were exhausted without securing :t

jury. Additional talesmen were summon¬

ed, but at the hour of adjournment, three
o'clock, the jury was not complete. Before
the court adjourned, Mr. Hunter said lie had
just been handed a paper from Gov. Letch¬
er, informing him that a brother of Coppio
had been arrested in Iowa. Judge Kenny
gave orders for another grand jury. The
court room was crowded, and much interest
was manifested in the proceedings. Tins
case will occupy several days. The wit¬

nesses in the case of llaalitt have been dis¬
charged till Monday. The jurors for his
case have beeu summoned from irederick
county.

Another million of the post office
receipts for the past two quarters of tho pre¬
sent dscal year is in the hands of the postniast-
ers of tho most prominent offices; and yet an¬
ther million in tho hauds of other postmas¬
ters. As soon as the post office appropria-
tion bill passes, theso three millions, with
two and a half additional on account of de¬
ficiencies for the last two quarters, must i

shortly be paid out to mail contractors and
others; also, four millions ntid a quarter f r
deficiencies for the last tisoal yoar. Oi ly
some lk>e heulred assigued claims have
reached the depaituieut.

Sonator Davis's Eosolutions.

[Offered in* Senate of the U. S., Feb. 2.]
Mr. Davis submitted the following resolu¬

tions, which were read:
1. Resolved, That, iu the adoption of the Fed¬

eral Constitution, the States adopting the same
acted severally as free and independent sovereign¬
ties, delegating a portion of thoir powers to he
exercised by ihw Federal Government for the in¬
creased security of each against dangers, domes¬
tic as well as foreign; and that any intermeddling
hy any one or more Status, or hy a combination
of thoir citizens, with tho domestic institutions of
the others, ou any pretext, whether politn-ul,
moral, or religious, with tho view to their dis¬
turbance or subversion, is in violatioo of tho Con¬
stitution, insulting to the States so interfered with,
endangers their domestic peace and tranquility.
objects for which tho Constitution was lormed.
and, hy ueeessary consequence, serres to weaken
and destroy the l uion itself.

2. Resolved, That uegro slavery, as it exists In
fifteen States of this Union, composes an important
portion of thoir domestic institutions, inherited
from their ancestors and existing ut tho adoption
of tho Constitution, by which it is rocogni/.ed as

constituting an important element of the appor¬
tionment of powers among the States; and that no

change of opinion or feeling on the part of the nun-
slaveholding States of tho Union, in relation to
this institution, can justify them or thxir citizens
in open and systematic attacks thereon, with a

viow to its overthrow, and thai all attacks arc in
manifest violation of the mutual and solemn pledge
to protect and defend each other, given by the
Statos respectively on entering into the constitu¬
tional compact which formed the Union, and area

manifest, breach of faith and a violation of the
most solemn obligations.

3. Resolved, That tho Union of these States
rests on the equality of rights and privileges among
its members, and that it is especially the duty of
the Senate, which represents the States in their
sovereign capacity, to resist all attempts to dis¬
criminate, either iu relation to person or property,
so as, in the Territories.which are tho common

possessions of the United Slates.to give advan¬
tages to tho citizens of one State which are not
equally secured to those of every other State.

4. Resolved, That neither Congress nor a terri¬
torial legislature, whether by direct legislation of an
indirect and unfriendly nature, possesses tho power
to annul or impair the constitutonal right ot any
citizen of the United States to take hi# slave pro¬
perty into thecommon territories; but it is the duty
of tho Federal Government thereto afford for that
as for other species of property, the needful pro¬
tection; and ifexperience should ut any time prove
that the judiciary does not possess power to insure
adequate protection, it will th«n become tho duty
of Congress to supply such deficiency.

,r». Resolved,That the inhabitants of an organ¬
ized Territory of the I nited States, when they
rightfully form a constitution to be admitted as a

State into the Union, may then, for the first time
.like the people of a State when forming a new

constitution.decide for themselves whether slav¬
ery, as a domestic institution, shall be maintained
or prohibited within their jurisdiction; aud it Con¬
gress shall admit theiu as a Slate "they shall be
recived into the Union with or without slavery,
as their constitution may prescribe at the time of
their admission."

0. Resolved, That the provison of the Constitu¬
tion for the rendition of fugitives from service or

labor, "without the adoption of which the I nion
could not have been formed," and tho law.1 of
l?y'< and 1850, which were enacted to secure it.*
execution, and the main features of which being
similar, bear the impress of nearly seventy years
of sanction by the highest judicial authority, iiuve
unquestionable claim to the respect and observance
of all who enjoy the benefits of our compact of
Union; and that the acts of State legislatures to
defeat tho purpose or nullify tho requirements of
that provision, and the laws made in pursuance of
it, arc hostile in character, subversive o! the Con¬
stitution, revolutionary iu their eflVct, and, if per¬
sisted in, must, Sooner or later, lead the States in¬
jured by such breach of tho compact to exorcise
theirjudgment as to the proper mode and measure
of redress.

The new French Premier.
Kdward Antoine Tiiouveoal, the successor

of Count Walewski, was born at Verdun,
Nov. 11, 1818. He received a good educa¬
tion, and studied law. At the age of twenty
jcars he set out for a tour in the Kast. He
was ab&eat for nearly a year, and upon his
return to Paris, he published a narrative of
his travels. Iu 1843 he entered the diploma-
tic service, an as attache to the legation at
Brussels. The minister at that court, M.
Piscatory, soon after left Athens and M.
I'houvenel became charge d' alfairr.i. This
post ho held until the breaking out ol tho re-

solution in 1'ebruary, 1848, when be was su-

pereeded.
He was soon restored, however, by the

French provisional Government. In 1848,
he was promoted to the rank of full minister

j to Greece. In IHoO, ho was sout as minis¬
ter plenipotentiary to Munich. Alter the

j coitj) il rfat ot December 'J, 1851, he waspla-
j ced nl the head of ono of the bureaus in the
hireign Department, at Paris, wherohe re-

mainod until liH.>5, when ho was sent to
\ Ji'iina, and soon after to Constantinople;
v\ here h<' remained as envoy ex traord inary
and minister plenipotentiary until his ap-
I(ointment as successor to Count Walewski.

It \> jiI thus bo seen that M. 1 liouvcnal
has had ample experience as a diplomatist,
as lie is a man of great talents, aud an ac¬
