LOCAL ITEMS.

Report ov rm Committee on General
Laws on tue At v.\ \ndr\a and V ashing-
ton Railroad..The following is the report
submitted to the city Council, on Tuesday
night, by the Committee on General Laws,
on the proposition to permit the Alexandria
and Washington Railroad Company, to con¬
struct a branch of their road through the city,
to a point near the Depot of the Orange and
Alexandria Railroad:
To the City Council of Alexandria:
The undersigned, members ot' the Committee of

Genoral Laws, to whom was referred the commu¬
nication of James S. French, President of the
Alexandria »nd Washington Railroad Company,
and an act iu reference to the "Washington and
Alexandria Railroad," together with a resolution
directing said Committee to enquire into the expe¬
diency of passing a bill permitting the further ex¬
tension of Railroads through the streets ot the
city, beg leave to submit Iho following views iu
relatiou thereto.
The communication referred to renews the ap¬

plication ou behalf of the Alexandria and Wash¬
ington Railroad Company, for permission to ex-
teud a branch of their road from some point on

their main line, to or near the depot ot the Otango
aud Alexandria Railroad, subject to such restric¬
tions as the City Council iuav impose.

I» is urged that tlii.s extension is necessary, in
order to give greater facilities to the travelling
public, and is rendered the more important iu
consequence of the completion ot the Orange aud
Alexandria road to Lynchburg. 1 he petitioneis
do not desire to change iu any way their present
line for local travel, but merely to u.»e the pio-
pos<d branch iu runuing iu eouuection with the
passenger trains on the Orange Road.
Tho act proposed lor the action ot Council, it

adopted, would confer upon said Company rights
aud privileges not asked for in the communication.
The latter proposes t<> retain the present accom¬

modations for the local travel, but the act propo-
ses a change in the location of tho depot ot said
Company, to a p->int different from tbui now occu¬

pied. The tirst section of the act provides amongst
other things, "that the depot of said company
for their pn»*e»<l*r ami hnriloi ear*. laeoiHo'we*,
,t c be established at some point west of Henry
and north of Duke street." The communication j
prays the granting of one pri\ ilege. and disclaims
a desire to change the present arrangement tor
local travel, vet the bill proposes to establishtheir depot, at a place several squares from where
it is now located. The hill is therefore quite ob¬
jectionable, iu the fact that it proposes aud an- jthorites changes iu the present arrangements of
the company, that are not contemplated or a.-ked
for in the communication, ^ e are unable to ac¬

count for the manifest difference between the
grant asked for, aud that proposed by the bill, ex-

cept on the hypothesis that the compauy have not
been instrumental in presenting the bill, or that
their wants have largely increased since the date
of their communication. To authorize ihe chan^i
in the location of the depot of said company trom
the position in which the people of the city placet
it in 1855, unasked by the company itself, would
be the assumption of a power, against the ex¬

pressed wish of our constituents; and until then-)
tizeus manifest a desire to change the locatiou ot
said depot, it is fair to presume, that they prefer
its present location. ?

Tho act, with a few verbal amendments, in no

wise affecting its provisions, is therefore reported
to the city council for their action.
The communication asks lor important privi¬

leges, and for valuable rights t.. thi.- e<>ni|)uiiv,
tho gruntiug of which, cannot but be ot the deepen
importance to our city.
To acquire private property for such a purpose,

anil to such an exteut on tho proposed branch road,
would involve the expenditure ot many thousands
of dollars; yet it is proposed that the city ot Alex-
audria shall comer on a company in which she lias
no interest whatever, this important and valuable
privilege for the mere pertinacity with which t.u >
pursue it, and without compensation either to the

city of Alexandria, or to individuals whose private
property may be seriously affected by it.

Iu lSjj, when this road was aumitted wiiuin

the corporate limits, there was a very respoclab c

majoritv agaiust its admission at all; ami out ot ^

votes, there were but 12, in favor ot allowing the
location as far as Alfred street, 123 for Columbus
street, aud ISO for the present location. In .

a majority of 242 out of VII voters opposed and
defeated the connection of this road with the
Orange road. With such results, it is in our opin¬
ion manifestly idle to again submit on almost
identical proposition to the people ot this city. -

It will be full time to legislate on this subject,
when any considerable number of our constituents
ask for or require it.
