The necessity for leap year arises from tho
fr»et that tho solar year doe* not correspond
exactly with the civil year, in consequence ot
its not ending exactly with a given day, but ,

with a fraction of a day. It it were not for j
this arrangement, Christmas in course ot
time would be in midsummer, and thetourtii
of July iu the depth of winter.
The true year consists of the time it takes

for the earth to make one revolution around
the sun, which is determined by its coming
Lack to the same point in the zodiac lroin
avI]ich it started, and this is accomplished in

three hundred and sixty-tiNe days and near¬

ly six hours; but, as the calendar must con¬

sist of complete days, these six hours are

omitted, and in four years they make up a

whole day, which one is added to the
making what is called a leap year. Ihis,
however, is not strictly correct; foi> it w av

oortained by accurate calculations that a

solar vear is exactlv 365 days, o hours, >

minutes, and 57.7" seconds; consequently, jin putting on the f ix hours, we add 111 min¬

utes 12.4 seconds in four years. 1 his in

the course of 158£ years would amount to

twenty-four hours, or a complete day. h\e-
ry year the number of which is divisible
four without a ren.ainder, is a leap year, ex¬

cept the last year of the century; which is a

lean vearonlv when divisible by 400 without
h remainder. Thus the year 1900 will not
"be a leap year. .

The Koman year originally had but ten

months, as may be seen in the meaning ot
thennme December, which is "t^nth month.
March was the first month of tho year in tho
time of Romulus, and December was the last, j
but Numa Pompilius, who knew astronomy jbetter, added January and February.
While Rome's great founder made tho tune* nu

care,
Ten month? ho rhosa to constitute the year;

.But Numus, better skilled in antral lore.
To Romulus' months adjoined two more.

The Ecpytians were the first who approx¬
imated to the real length of the year, which
they made to consist ol three hundred ant

sixty days. Afterwards they added five days,
as wa« done by Thales, one of the seven wise

loeuof the Greeks. Jews, Syrians, Ethio¬
pians, Koreans, Persians, and Arabs all had
years of different lengths.
The day on which the year commences is

filso different in different countries, but in

all it is held in great veneration. '1 he Jew¬
ish historical year commences with the new

moon near the vernal equinox, (March .,)
and the civil year with tho new moon near
the autumnal equinox. 1 he Mahomedans
begin their year on the day when the sun en¬

ters Aries; the Persians in the month which
answers to our June; the Chinese and Indians
with tho first new moon which happens in

March; and the Mexicans on the 23d of l eb-
ruary, at which time the verdure iu that
country begins to appear. William the Con¬
queror, having been crowned on the first
day ofJanuary, gave occasion to the r nglish
to begin theiryear on that day, in order to
make it correspond with the most remarka¬
ble date in their history.
Though the historical years begin in Eng¬

land on the festival of the Circumcision, or

the first day of January, on which day the
German and Italian year begins, vet the
civil or legal year did not commence till toe

day of the Annunciation of the Virgin, the
25th of March. The part of the year be¬
tween those terms was usually expressed in
"both these ways; either 174*.9 or 174 .

But by the act altering the style the civil
year now begins with the 1st ot January..£he old style followed the Julian method of
computing the year by the calendar estab¬
lished by Julius Ca-sar. in which every
fourth year consists of 3t>6 days, and the
other years of 365. This Julian arrange¬ment of time makes, as we have seen, ele¬
ven minutes and some seconds in a year too
much. Pope Gregory XIII, reformed the
calendar by retrenching ten days iu Octo¬
ber, 1582, in order to bring back the vernal
equiuox to the same day as at the Council
ot Nice. A. D. 325. The Reformation was

adopted by act of Parliament in Great Bri¬
tain in 1751, by which eleven days in . ep-
tenibor, 1752, were retrenched, and the third
Jay was reckoned the fourteenth. This mode
of reckoning is called new style.
Walnuts as Medicine.Everybody eats

walnuts; everybody knows how to make a pic¬
kle of walnuts. Now, the fact is, walnuts,
when properly prepared, are an exeelieut
medicine aud alterativo, and this is the way to
prepare them. Get the green walnuts tit for
pickliug; put them in a stone jar filled up
with moist sugar, in the proportion ot half a
pound to a score of waluuta; place the jar in

a saucepan of boiling water for about three
hours, taking care the water doe* not get in,
and keep it simmering during the operation.
The sugar, when dissolved, should cover the
¦walnuts; if it does not, add more, cover them
close, and in sii monthB they will be fit for
use; the older they are the better they are..

One walnut is a dose for a child six years ot
age as a purgative; and it has this great ad¬
vantage over drugs, that while it is an excel¬
lent medicine, it is, at the same time ven

pleasant to the palate, and will be esteemed
by young folks as a great treat. Who can

gay so much of salts, jalap and other doctors
stuff which it may render needless.
