Sh< uld reaction oc<-ur alter bathing it ia a

safe practice, not otherwise. No man can

judge fur another.every one ruay for him¬
self. If, immediately after the shock, plunge,
or shower, a warm glow is diliused over the
body it is beneficial. A rent in one's c<>at,
a fracture of a boot, damp feet, or a current
of air isoften more dangerous, nay, deadly
fatal, than the entire submersion ul the body
in congealing water, or exposure to freezing
air. More risks are daily incurred by ladies
with unprotected feet in one day, than a win
ter's bulbing."
