To-day was the day
fixod to begin my journey, and this morning,
when I went to my hiding-place, the bag
was gone!" and here the child's tears flowed
with a new impulse. "That is a serious
loss, indeed," said the young Fenelou, who
had made up his mind how to act; "however,
come along with me.1 may, perhaps, be
able to do something for you." And with
this, on they walked together. "My sermon
is found," thought Fenelon.

"My friends," he said, "I feel I owe
all an apology, and especially to our kind
hostess; but I think I whall be able to exon-

orate myself from blamo in your eyes. You
expected, 1 think, a sermon from me this
evening. J will, with your permission, tell

you a story instead." He then graphically
described his interview with the little ramo-

neur, and concluded by informing them that
the little hero of this tale was actually on

the premises, and in the lodge of the con¬

cierge below. "Let him come up, let him
come up by all means," said the company
unanimously.moved, as they hud been by
the young man's eloquence.and the ser¬
