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Congress..Yesterday being private bill

day, the proceedings of Congress were of
no general interest. Both Houses have ad¬

journed over until Monday.
The House of Representatives having re¬

quested the President to communicate all
information in his possession relative to the

expulsion of Americans from the city of
Mexico and the confiscation of their property
by Gen. Miramon,.the Secretary of State has

replied that no information on the subject
has reached the Department. It has now
baen a fortnight since publicity was given to
this story of confiscation, and as yet we have
seen no cocfirmation of it. It is not men¬

tioned in letters from the city of Mexico, da¬
ted as late as the 18th ultimo, twelve days
after the oaptuve of Miramon's steamers.

A letter from Clarke County, Virginia,
informs us that the storm in that section, on

Monday night last, was very violent. Hail
and rain fell in torrents, and there was much

damage to property in and about White
Post. About Rectortown, in Fauquier, the
storm was severe. All along the river, in
Stafford, King George &o., hail fell "in quan¬
tities." Suoh a storm in April has rarely
been experienced.
A dispatch from Richmond, dated the

12th inst., says:."The Central Botto Club
of Virginia met to-day and issued an able
address to the Opposition throughout the
Union, urging the nomination of Mr. Botts
by the National Convention at Baltimore, as

the' most available oandidate. The address
is signed by many prominent gentlemen,
and will be extensively circulated."

It appears from the files of the State De¬

partment, that nothing has been effeoted by
our Ministers abroad, to remove the restric¬
tions on the tobacco trade, and the latest
commaoioation on the subject is from our

late Minister to France, Mr. Mason, dated

The late Disturbances in Borne.
The London Times contains a letter giv¬

ing full detail* of the late massacres at Rome,
by the Papelgen d'armes. One hundred
and forty seven persons wero either killed
or wounded. A number of ladies were in-
jured, and the American Vice Consul, re¬

ceived a stab in the side. Several of the
French millitary, off oi duty, were also
wounded.
The disturbance ooourred on the 10th ult.,

on which day there was to be a grand pro¬
menade demonstration on the outside of the
Porta Pia. in honor of Joseph Garibaldi,
and in commemoration of the annexation of
Central to Upper Italy. The government
consequently gave orders for that long road
to be strongly occupied by detachments of
horse and foot gendarmerie. These dispos¬
itions, however, had the eflVct of ohecking
tha demonstration, and some thousands of
the' promenaders resorted to the Corso in¬
stead, where great numbers of them appear-
ed with bunches of violets in their button-
holes. The patrols of gendarmes, who had
orders to parade the Corso, took umbrage
at this symbol, and insisted upon the prom¬
enaders walking singly iustead of taking
eaoh other's arms. So strange a demand of
coarse brought on, in some cases, unpleasant
rejoinders; and the gendarmes, unaccustom¬
ed to admit of any reply to their high be-
heats, proceeded to make some arrests upon
the Piazza Colonna, which were resisted by
the people as unjust and arbitrary. The
gendarmes drew their swords, and a conflict
Would have taken place then and there, had
not aTrcncb officer interferred, and reason-

ing with the gendarmes, induced them to
give up the prisoners The people took thi*
as a triumph, and the gendarme skulked off
amidst universal hissing. They lost no

time in making their complaint at headquar-
ter.-, an i a quarter of an hour later a patrol
of horse gendarmerie entered the Piazza
Colonna from the Piazza di Pietra, while a

strong detachmcnt of foot gendarmerie is-
sued from the police office to the Monte
Citerio Palace on the other side. These
two forces then, with dtawn swords, made a

combined attack upon the unarmed people
on the Piazza Colonna, and in the Corso,
striking right and left, turning back car-

riuge#, Knocking down foot passengers, men,
women and children, ordering the cafes to
be closed and house doors shut, and in fact
running a complete muck. It may be ima-
gined what a panic was produced by this
unexpected ruffianism. The people seemed
terror stricken, and those who were not

quick enough in escaping from the Corso by
the side streets, were prostrated by the re-
morselesa sabres of the gendarmes.

Presidential Candidates.

Inauguration of the Clay Statue at Richmond.

Thursday was a great day in Richmond,
and one that will long be remembered by
her citizens. It was the anniversary of tho
birth day of IIknkv Clay*, ami tho appoint¬
ed time lor the inauguration of the beautiful
marble Statue, which the ladies ot Virginia
had had prepared, and to witness which the
people had assembled en masse.
The weather was beautiful.clear, cool,

and bracing in the shade.and at un early
hour in the morning Hags were swung acrose

Main street, from various points, business
houses were closed, and the city presented
the appearance of a grand holiday. By &
o'clock the sidewalks were filled with soldiers
hurrying to their armories and parade
grounds, to take their places in line, ladies
and children were moving from point to point
to get favorable glimpses of the military, and
Strangers and citizens were all elated at the
opportunity of doing honor to the memory of
the great Western orator, statesman and pa¬
triot. 1

.

The column was formed on Main and
Twenty-second streets, and at. 11 o clock, the
procession commenced to move, 1 he mili¬
tary demonstration was grand and imposing,
numbering at least one thousand fine looking
soldiers. First came the chiei marshal, ( apt.
Diunmock, accompanied by Jos. Mayo, May-
or of Richmond, in an open carriage. Then
the Directory of tho Ladies' Clay .Statue As¬
sociation. Then the Military as follows:
Chesterfield calvary. Capt. II. W. Cox, 80
strong; Hanover cavalry, Capt. W m. C. \N ick-
ham, 44 strong; llenrico cavalry, Capt.
Dance, 32 strong; and Governor's Guard,
Capt. Cabell, GO strong. Next, National
Guards, Capt, Shafer, a fine looking corps
from Washington. D. C., and numbering
forty six men. Next, the Home Guard, Capt
Garland, from Lynchburg, Ya. a handsome
company of soldiers, sixty-two strong. Then
the Farmvilie Guards, Capt. Booker, forty
strong. The Richmond Regiment followed
next, composed as follows:.Greys, Capt. Ll-
liott; company F., Capt. Cary; company 1>.,
Capt. Mitchell; Montgomery Guard, Capt.
Dooley; company G, company I>. company
K;and the Blues, Young Guard, Junior Vol¬
unteers, and the State Guard. Then follow¬
ed the Orator.Benjamin Johnson Barbour,
esq., in an open carriage, accompanied by
Wm. II. Macfarland, esq. Then followed
numerous invited guests in carriages. 1 he
column is estimated to have been near a mile
in length, and was an hour in passing a giv¬
en point.
The view of the vast concourse from the

stand was the most imposing sight which
we ever beheld. Immediately in front, about
two thousand ladies were seated, while
stretching away, in every direction, was to

be seen a closely packed throng of human
beings.

It is estimated that there could not have
been loss than twenty-thousand persons in
attendance on the square, while sorao. per¬
haps correctly.estimate the number as

high as thirty-thousand. On the stand, be¬
sides the Lady Directory of the Clay Asso¬
ciation, the Hevcrand Clergy, and numer¬

ous Editors from various sections, were O.
M. Crutchfield, Speaker, and several mem¬

bers of the House of Delegates and Senate of
Virginia; J. Randolph Tucker, Attorney
General of Virginia; lion. I). J. Dejarnette,
member of Congress from the Richmond dis¬
trict; James B. Clay, of Kentucky, son of
the Great Statesman, John Tyler, and a

uutnber of other distinguished gentlemen.
At a quarter to 1 o'clock, the invited

guests being seated, tho Army Band beauti¬
fully executed "Hail Columbia" and "Star
Spaugled Banner," when Rev. Mr. Peter-
kin of the Episcopal Church, addressed the
Throne of Grace in a fervent prayer appro¬
priate to the occasion. The prayer being
over, Wm. II. Macfarland, esq., made a

few felicitous remarks, congratulating the
Ladies upon tho consummation of their great
enterprise.a monument to Henry Clay.--
Woman's patriotism has triumphed, said he,
and the Statue of Henry Clay finds inap¬
propriate resting place in the same Square
which contains that of Washington. He
then introduced Benjamin Johnson Har¬
bour, esq., the Orator, as tho "truest Rep¬
resentative of the Virginia feeling of to-
dav."
The address of 31 r. Harbour was a beau¬

tiful defence of the character of the great
statesman, and riveted the attention of the
audience by its chaste delivery.

Mr. Barbour was frequently interrupted
by applause, and when he concluded, both
ladies and gentlemen joined in the hearty
cheers that were given him.

Mr. Macfarland again arose, and stated
that the moment hud arrived for unveiling
the Statue; and at a given signal the Armory
Band struck up a national air, the cannon
of the Fayette Artillery began to fire a salute
of thirteen guns, and the veil fell from the
Statue, disclosing to the view of the multi¬
tude the beautiful work of art.
The unveiling of the Statue before the im¬

mense multitude assembled upon the Square,
was a seeue of indescribable interest and
grandeur. The Statue is a noble work of
art.a faithful likeness of the great man

whose form and features it is designed to
hand down to posterity. When the multi¬
tude beheld it, and for an instant gazed on

the snow-white form, the truthful represen¬
tation of the distinguished son of Virginia,
they lifted up their voices and filled the air
with their cheers. The whole assemblage.
one of the largest ever met on the Capitol
grounds.exhibited the highest satisfaction
and delight.
The Statue represents Mr. Clay in a speak¬

ing position, his left hand resting on a ped¬
estal, and his right slightly extended. The
face, to us, seemed perfect as art could m;ike
it, and the entire figure, dress and all, is must
natural to those who knew that great man.

After the military had had an opportunity
to see the Statue, the line of procession was

again formed, and after marching up Broad
street some distance, was dismissed.
A Banquet in honor of the invited guests

to the Inauguration, took place at night at
the Exchange Hotel. Speeches were made
by several distinguished gentlemen, and eve-

rything passed off pleasantly. The Mechan¬
ics' Institute, and some two or three other
buildings, were illuminated at night.

Hon. Laban T. Moore, <f K v., respon¬
ded, saving that Alexandria, like (he great
Conqueror whose name she bore, was small
in size but great in energy and indomitable
perseverance. He paid a glowing tribute to
the memory of the great Commoner of Ken-
tucky, who had been in b »yhood and in inon-

hood, the ideal of his affections. In elo¬
quent terms he depicted the folly and ma 1-
ness of disunion, and urged the people to

discountenance the unhallowed ellorts winch
wore making for its destruction. Men who
were foremost in sectional strife, in legisla¬
tive halls, grew friendly enough in the social
circle, and thus demonstrated the hollow-
nes>s of the parts they acted in public. Ken¬
tucky did not intend to surrender thi> I'nion,
for she knew not what was to follow.
