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Congress..The Senate was not in ses

sion yesterday. The House of Representa¬
tive* spent the day in committee without a

quorum, listening to speeches.
The Japanese Visitors..It is stated in

the Washington Constitution, that "Mr. Har¬
ris, our Minister at Japan, has strongly re¬

commended that the embassy from that coun¬

try should first land at the city of Washing¬
ton, and not at New York, as ho thinks that
the ambassadors and their suite should not

be brought into contact with such immense
crowds as will surround them in New York,
until they get somewhat used to the new

people whom they come to visit. It is also
understood that the ambassadors prefer to

be presented to, and roceived by, the Presi¬
dent, before they make any ceremonious
visits. Instructions have, in consequence,
been given for tho "Roanoke" to touch at

Hampton Roads, and, as she cannot come

up the Potomac, that the persons composing
the embassy take passage on a,suitable stea¬

mer, and be oonveyed immediately to Wash¬

ington. It is expected that, niter remaining
in Washington a few days, they will visit
New York, and some of our other principal
cities."
The New Orleans "Delta" ridicules and

denounces the custom of publishing duell¬
ing correspondence in the papers. The
"Delta" says:."Here, whore the duello ex¬

ists as an institution, and is almost daily re¬

sorted to, the sentiment and rule forbid pub¬
licity. The parties m.>et quietly in some re¬

tired place and fight, and there the matter
ends. The result may be referred to.fre¬
quently it is not.in the local columns of
tne daily papers; but as to publishing the
correspondence and the particulars of what
occurred on the field, as is the prevailing
custom in Virginia and the District of Colum¬
bia, every principle and sentiment of the
code forbids it. To aroid all chanee of thi*
offensive publicity, the parties here, in du¬
ellos, generally avoid written communica¬
tions and challenges, the whole affair be¬
ing one of verbal arrangement and under¬
standing between the parties. Thus unne¬

cessary correspondence, special pleading,
and newspaper display are avoided, and the
controversy is brought to a direct and prac¬
tical issue and conclusion. Let a similar
course be adopted in Washington, and there
will be fewer duels or attempts at duels."

At the opening of the Sardinian Chambers
on the first of the present month, Victor
Emmanuel briefly referred to tho then ex¬

pected Papal excommunication in the Royal
speech. He says: "Firm, like my ances-

tors, iu the Catholic religion aud in the res¬

pect due to the Supreme Chief of that reli¬
gion, I shall, if the ecclesiastical authority
makes use of spiritual arms for temporal in¬
terests, in safo conscience, and in the tradi¬
tions of my worthy ancestors, find strength
to maintain en'.ire the eivil liberty and au¬

thority for which I am only indebted to God
and to my people/' It is therefore war to
the knife.
The London Illustrated News, of the 7th.

contains a description of the tunnel now be¬

ing built under the streets of London, for the

purpose of connecting the city with the se¬

ries of railways at the north of the Thames.
To have a railway after the American fash¬
ion, passing through a densely populous dis¬
trict, and crossing op a level and over-crowd¬
ed thoroughfare, was considered utterly out
of the question. Therefore, tho plan was

resorted to of avoiding tho surface altogeth¬
er, leaving that to the ordinary-local traffic
and travel, and going entirely under the
city with all the passenger and freight trains.

The British Minister will eo-oper-
ate with his predecessor, having been in¬
structed by Lord Clarendon to inform the
Swiss government of the sincere satisfaction
with which Her Majesty's government would
learn that the disabilities of the Israelites
have been modified if not entirely removed.
The United States officers in New York,

have taken in custody the bark Charlotte E.

Taylor, supposed to be fitting out for the slave
trade. The vessel had been cleared for Punta
de Lcnha. about thirty miles up the Congo
River. She was to have sailed on Tuesday
evening, and when the officers took posses¬
sion, the crew were on board waiting for Capt.
Trainer to make his appearance. That gen¬
tleman, together with his first and second
mates, are residents of New York. There
were found on board 15.000 gallons of water,
a large number of water casks and a quan¬
tity of rice, but nothing, apparently design¬
ed for trade. Other circumstances indicate
that the vessel was intended to bring over

slaves from Africa.
The Hampshire (Mass.) Gazette of the

24th has the following: "A little girl, less
than two years old, daughter of Stephen
Laughlin, had her foot caught under the
wheel of a freight car, on Friday and mash¬
ed so badly that amputation was necessary,
which operation was performed on Saturday
morning, while the patient was under tho
influence of chloroform. The foot was taken
off at the instep. Before the operation was

completed, and while the Doctor was stitch
ing the wound, the little unfortunate opened
her eyes, as she lay upon the table, and be¬
ing uncouscious of pain or of the operation
that was being performed, commenced sing¬
ing as cheerfully as if she was at play. It
was a touching exhibition.

In the early part of last week, Mr. J. S.
Sullivan, of Richmond, Texas, arrested a

man calling himself J. Green, under the sus¬

picion that he was the person who perpetrat¬
ed the fraud on the Ge >rgia State Bank, by
means of which he obtained the unlawful
possession of over tweuty-one thousand dol¬
lars. The grounds upon which Mr. Sullivan
proceeded are of a character to justify the
anticipation that the perpetrator of the deed
has been caught.
Fred Douglas, while in Newcastle, Eng¬

land, a few weeks ago, made application,
through the American minister London,
for a passport to enable him to visit Paris ns

an American citizen. The reply made by
the minister was in efl'ect, that the constitu¬
tion of the United States did not recognize
persons of color as citizens, the passport was
therefore refused.
An invention of an electric telegraph by

Mr. Ilorsemann is attracting tho attention
of scientific men. It is said to surpass any¬
thing of the kind heretofore introduced, com¬

bining great cheapness of material with per¬
fect protection to the copper conductor, as

well as being easily laid. It is stated that
the preliminary steps are taking for the for¬
mation of a company to lay this cable across

the Atlantic.
The Westfield (X. Y.) Republican of the

23d instant, pays: "On Friday night of last
week, fifteen young men and tivo young wo¬

men, including one married woman, went to
the house of Elisha Whipple, in the the south
part of Portlaud, broke it open, and took one

of his girlq, a young woman, out of bed and
tarred and" feathered her. The reason alleg¬
ed for the act is that she was of a disreputa¬
ble character.
Governor Ilicks, of Md., and the Adjutant

General, will shortly visit W ashington to ar¬

range with the General Government for the
purchase of $70,000 worth of arm* for the
use of the State. The expenditure will not,
however, be made until the finances of the
State are in a more prosperous condition
than at present.
The two thirds rule in the Democratic Na-

tioual Convention for the nomination of
candidates forPresident and Vice Presi¬
dent, was adopted at Baltimore, in 1832,
when Andrew Jackson was renominated for
President, and Martin Van Buren for Vice
President. That was the first Democratic
national convention ever held.
Ou the prairie, about ten miles west of

The call is
signed by three huudred persons.

sequence of a spicy cross suit between two
of its privileged members, about a lady.

Postmaster General Holt has returned to

Washington from Florida, in company with
his wife. Secretary Toucey has recovered
from his late indisposition.

Maryland ''Republican" Convention.
A "Republican" State Convention assem¬

bled in Baltimore, on Thursday. The tele¬

graphic despatches we published yesterday,
gave an account of tho disturbance created.
The Baltimore papers give further particu¬
lars. The meeting was organized, but very
soon symptoms of a row were exhibited..
These, however, were repressed, by tho po¬
lice, headed by Marshal Herring.

After tiie business of the meeting had re¬

mained undisturbed for some minutes, and
order having seemingly been restored, Mar¬
shal Herring was called away from the Hall,
and one or two others of the police force with
him.

During this temporary diminution of their
numbers, Erasmus Levy, who had hitherto
remained a quiet looker on. seated with de¬
mure visage, amongst the Republicans, and
only leaving his seat now and then to coun¬

sel, advise, or calm down the ardor of his
friends.suddenly rose from his seat, rushed
towards the President's chair, upset the Sec¬
retary's table, and drove that officer from his
seat. In-a twinkling all was confusion..
Tho President vacated his chair, and took
refuge behind the table of the Reporters.
the Secretary leaped from tho platform.
Levy squared himself, a la Htcitun, and do-
tied the members of the Convention.
Between himself and the crowd there was

for a moment an intervening space of con¬

siderable dimensions; but, as he shouted for
the "boys to come on," a general rush was

made to tho spot. Captain Brashears ran

up to Levy and tried to seize him. lie
fought the officer anil backed him down over

a bench, at tho same time administering
several hearty blows upon his breast and
shoulders.
Tho support that he had expected did not

come up quick enough, so that Levy after
worsting the Police Captain was compelled
to keep a pretty sharp look out for himself,
lie succeeded, howover, in keeping from be-
iug captured, and after laying about his
blows for a few seconds, his friends succeed¬
ed in calming him down. The crowd were

masters of the field, tho Republicans drew
off.all except the President, who shortly af¬
ter leaving his desk came back, and from tho
elevation watched the progress of the row.

Levy's friends, had crowded around him;
he broke from them and chased a prominent
Republican over two or three benches, but
tho gentleman feeling no inclination to show
tight, Levy cursed him and suffered him to
retreat between the settee and the wall.

While this wus going on i gentleman
named Alfred Maddux, formerly of Virgi¬
nia, a large man of exceedingly fine propor¬
tions, interfered with the policemen, who
was on the point of arrostiug Lovy. He
seized the officer by the collar of his coat and
dragged him over a bench. His example was

followed by a number of others, who sprang
forward toward the rostrum, greatly increas¬
ing the confusion.

Finally two officers seized Mr. Maddux
and dragged him out.he in tho meantime
shouting for assistance. No one, however,
attempted a rescue.his friends advising
him to go along. Atter this no other vio¬
lence was done. B.tth parties and the few
remaining policemen remained in statu quo,
except that the victorious outsiders formed
a mock meeting, and offered motions to re¬

quest tho President of the Republican meet¬
ing to leave the room.

They caught up some Republican cam¬

paign documents, among them a paper with
a flaming heading, setting forth a "Decrara-
tion of Sentiment," and comprising the
"Constitution of the Republican Associa¬
tion of Baltimore," together with the "Re¬
publican Platform," "Fremont's letter of
Acceptance" and an "Address to the Re¬
publicans of Maryland," signed by Francis
S. (Jorkran, .Jonathan P. C'reager, Win. 11.

Pyle, Wm. Ounnisoo, Francis P. Blair,
Committee. /

These documents were torn up ny uie ex¬

cited crowd nod thrown iuto the faces of tho
republicans.

It wii8 somo minutes before tiie crowd be¬
came quiet, when the President of tho meet¬

ing, With a perseverance which, under any
circumstances and in any person, would be
commendable, made a tinal effort to get the
Convention iu business order.
The return of Marshal Herring at an op¬

portune moment, facilitated the accomplish¬
ment of this desire, and tho meeting reor¬

ganised.
Immediately afterwards, and on motion of

Dr. Harris, the body adjourned to meet at
two o'clock at the same place, with closed
doors. It was also determined to corres¬

pond with the authorities to secure protec¬
tion.
While these proceedings were going on

within tho Hall, a large body of people had
collected upon both sides of the street with¬
out. As the Republican members issued
forth, headed by Messrs. Gunnison and
Corkran, tho crowd set up a series of shouts
and ran after the two gentlemen above
named.
They proceeded down Gay street to Balti¬

more, where the crowd, greatly increased,
set up shouts and yells, which forced them
to take to their heels, followed by the whole
mass, until Mr. Gunnison was obliged to
seek refuge in the Marine Bank, and the
other gentleman to run with all his might.
Here a strong police force protected Mr.
Gunnison. lie desired them to escort him
home. As he made his appearance from the
Bank, the pavement was cleared.

Shouts of "Here's the spirit of John
Brown," "Look at him," "Lynch him, tar
and feather him." "Ride him on a rail,"
"He stole a nigger," Ac., Ac., were raised
by the excited inob, and had it not been for
the police guard, bodily harm would huve
come to him.
As it was, Gunnison was followed along

Seeond and South streets by an immense
mass of people, who shouted and hallooed,
until he reached Baltimore street, thence to
Barnum's Hotel where the ofFensive person¬
age was beyond the reach of the mob.

In the afternoon tho Convention assem¬

bled in the business olliee of Mr. J. C. Coale,
Agent for the New York Underwriters, Mr.
Montgomery Blair was in the Chair, but the
two Secretaries in the morning did not make
their appearance. Here they appointed
their delegates to tho Chicago Convention,
and passed their resolutions. There was no

further difficulty or disturbance. The Bal¬
timore American whilst it deprecates, as we

do, all violations of law and everything like
riot or HUyal proceedings, says that perhaps
no greater folly could be conceived than
the attempt to hold a State Republican Con¬
vention in Maryland. That party has no

existence in the State, could not under the
most favorable circumstances poll one thou¬
sand votes, and any attempt therefore to ap¬
point delegates to represent the poople of
Maryland in the Chicago Convention, savors

alike of folly and importinence.
The will of the late Aaron Legctt was en¬

tered for probate in New York, on Thurs¬
day. Aaron Leggett, the testator, was a

resident of New York, his wealth consisted
largely of lands in the District of Columbia
and Fairfax county. Virginia, including the
celebrated Zephyr Farm tnere, which former¬
ly belonged to Washington. By a codicil,
the testator gives to a female slave her liberty,
aud recommends his executors to purchase
her husband, son-in-law, daughter and grand¬
children, as worthy of being made free. It
is supposed in New York, the aggregate val¬
ue of the estate is about two million dollars,
but this is a great exaggeration, we suppose,
especially in reference to the Virginia lands.

Democratic National Convention.
FOURTH DAY'S FROCEKDINGS.

. Charleston*, April 20..The Convention
assembled at 10 o'clock.
jMr. Fitahugh, "of Virginia, presented a

series of resolutions in favor of the enforce-
ment of the fugitive slnve law, which were
referred to the committee on the pint form.

Mr. llflghes, of Pennsylvania, presented
a resolution recognizing the tact that, while
the government has no power to protect slave
property in the Territories, it should provide
power to its officers to enforce existing laws,
and protect existing rights. I his, also, wus
relerred to the committee on the platform.
Mr. Brown, of Pennsylvania, presented a

resolution, declaring that emigrants to the
Territories, carrying with them slave pro¬
perty, are entitled to protection to such pro¬
perty.

Mr. Walker, of Mississippi, offered an
amendment, declaring it to ho the duty ot
government to afford legal protection to all
classes of property, slave or otherwise, in
the Territories or on the high seas.
The amendments being accepted, both

were referred to the committee on the plat¬
form.
The Tennessee platform was then read

and referred.
A dozen or more resolutions, with regard

to slavery in the Territories, were presented
from various delegates, and all referred as

above.
A number of resolutions, relative to rail¬

roads to the Paeiiic, were also presented and
referred.

Mr. Seward, of Georgia, presented a reso¬

lution oil the rights of slaveholders, describ¬
ing a suitable platform, and declaring Jas.
Guthrie as the proper man to nominate for
the Presidency.
A resolution on the taaiff being presented,

Isaiah Rvnders proposed an amendment, to
include Monongahela whiskey in the arti¬
cles to be protected.

Mr. Bayard, of Delaware, hoped the Con¬
vention would not be made to appear ridicu¬
lous, and that they would be referred with¬
out reading.

Mr. Rvnders said he desired by his amend¬
ment to put a stop to them, and had suc¬

ceeded.
Mr. Montgomery, of Pennsylvania, pre¬

sented a resolution to instruct the committee
not t^ report a national committee until the
nominations are made.
The subject was referred to the eouunit-

tee.
The following resolution, presented by a

Louisiana delegate, is said to come lrom
Senator Slidell.

"Resolved, That the Territories belong to
the several States as common property, and
not to individual citizens thereof. That the
federal constitution recognizes property in
slaves; and as such, the owner thereof is
entitled to carry his slaves into any 1 territo¬
ry of the United States, and hold them there
as property; and in case the people of the
Territories, by indication of unfriendly leg¬
islation, or otherwise, should endanger the
tenure of such property, or discriminate
agains t it, by withholding that protection
given to other descriptions ot property in
Tho Territories, it is the duty of the general
government to interpose by an active exer¬

tion of its constitutional powers, to secure the
rights of slaveholders."
The resolution was referred.
The committee on the platform not being

ready to report, the Convention adjourned
to 4 o'clock.
The Convention met again at I o'clock,

but tho committee on the platform were still
not ready to report.

Mr. Sal^s, of Rhode Island, offered a reso¬

lution instructing the committee on the pi.it-
fonn, with the following additional resolu-
tion:

. , ,.'Resolved, That we recognize to the tul-
lestextent the principle that to preserve the
Union, the equality of the Stiite* inu*t he
maintained; tho decision of tho Courts en

forced, and that every branch of the federal
government shall exercise all its constitu¬
tional powers in the protection of persons
and property, both in tho States and the
Territories.'"
An exciting scene arose on the presenta¬

tion of this resolution, and it was finally
ruled out of order, as coming under the plat¬
form rule, and decided that it must be re¬

ferred to that committee.
Several other resolutions were offered, and

it was repeatedly asserted that the plat¬
form committee would be unable to report
at all.
A resolution was then offered, instructing

them to report w hat progress they had made,
at 10 o'clock to-morrow morning, pending
which the Conventi >n adjourned to lOoVlock
tomorrow.
