MISCELLAJEOUi BKADIKQ.
ALUMINUM.

This metal, which we have beard so much
of during the past few years, does not appear
to be about to realise the brilliant expecta¬
tions which were formed at the time of it*
first successful production in quantity, by
St. Clare Deville. In its pure state, it ap¬
proaches somewhat to the color of silver; but
it is found nearly impoesible to free it from
certain foreign matters which become alloy¬
ed with it during the process of production,
and thus greatly impair its lustre and white¬
ness. These substances are iron and sili-
cium, which not only change it* color, but
greatly affect its durability. The specimen*
which so much attracted attention at the
Universal Exposition of Industry in Pari*,
were found by M. Renault, on analysis*, to
contain 6.50 per cent, of copper, 2.50 of
iron, and 1.50 of silicium.
Yet aluminum is one of the most wonder¬

ful of the productions of the mineral king¬
dom. Examine one of the little ignots which
the Parisian chemists manufactured. We
see at once it is not silver.neither does it
at all resemble tin, pewter or: German silver.
It seems rather like a mass of grayish steel,
polished but not burnished. It i» hard like
steel, and there is nothing of the soft, unc¬

tuous feeling which is imparted by lead..
You think it heavy, but aresurprised to find,
on lifting the ingot, that is lighter than glas*.
This is its most wonderful property. A
child might lift a mass larger than a pig of
lead, and carry it with ease. Another curi¬
ous property of aluminum is its non-sus-

ceptibility to oxydation, articles manufac¬
tured from it do not tarnish, even though
heated red hot and exposed immediately to
a current of oxygen.
Aluminum is new sold in London for

about $15 an ounce, being nearly as costly
as gold, but in consequence of its small spe¬
cific gravity, an immensely larger bulk i«
given in an ounce of aluminum than in an

ounce of gold. When aluminum becomes
cheap, its non-tarnishing property will bring
it at once into varied and extensive use for
many articles of domestic, economy.tea
utensils, spoons, knives and fork*, door
knobs, &c..Scientific American.
