An Address to the Charleston Seceders.
Tiio Washington Constitution of Thursday

publishes an address from members of Con*
gre:»s to the Seceders from the Charleston
Convention, advising their return to the ad¬
journed Convention at Baltimore. After re¬

capitulating the circumstances under which
the secession occurred, the Address con¬
cludes:
"From this statement of facts, is it not ovident

thut the wise and prudeut course now to be pur¬
sued by the delegations of the eight States; is to
defer assembling in Richmond until the necessity
for such meeting shall become imperative? Ought
they nut, in view of the already altered condition
of affairs, to return to the Convention at Balti¬
more? and aid their sister States in the struggle
for the recognition* of sound Democratic princi¬
ples? May it not be that their votes would now
suffice to turn the scale, to purge the party creed
of a 11 heresies, and to emblazon on the party ban¬
ner its honored device of fidelity to the Constitu¬
tion and the Union, in characters so clear as to de¬
fy misconstruction.
Suppose for a moment that in this last struggle

for the right, they should again be overborne: Is
it not, then, equally plain that the delegations of
the other Democratic States, cannot tor an instant
be suspected of an intention to refuse to redeem
their pledge of witbdrawl, from an assemblage
which shall persistently determine on the sacri¬
fice of principle, which they themselves have de¬
clared indispeusable for their united action to a

supposed expediency? And will not all the Demo¬
cratic States thus withdrawing and adjourning to
Richmond, bu joined by the true and faithful dele¬
gates from Pennsylvania and New Jersey, from
Indiana and New York.aye, from every one of
our sister States where delegates are found im.
bued with the living principles of our party, but
whose voice has hitherto been stilled in the Con¬
vention, because of their being in the minority
of their respective delegations?
For it is a striking tact not to ho overlooked in

this connection, that whether the vote had been
taken entirely by States or by delegates, in either
event there was a clear majority in the Conven¬
tion in favor of the recognition of sound constitu¬
tional principles, and it was only by taking part
of the votes hy States as units, and another part
by divided States, that an apparent and fac¬
tious majority succeeded in preventing that recog¬
nition.
The an.«wer to all the foregoing questions seeius

to us to be clear aud plain. The line of conduct
wo suggest, leads, in our judgment, to a reconcilia¬
tion of differences on a basis of principle- It
leads to tiie united and harmonious action of our

party. It does more, infinitely more: It secures

vastly added strength to that assertion of princi¬
ples which none of us would lor an instant think
of compromising; it compels their recognition, and
proudly vindicates the action of the seceding del-
gates, who will thu> have secured the object of
their struggle, and liavw merited tho applause and
gratitude of their Democratic brethren.
The coul wry course would, we believe, be pro¬

ductive of mischievous consequences. Time does
not permit the action of t he regular organizations
of our party in tho respective States, and who
alone have the power to speak their will, to meet
in council and give instructions to their delega¬
tions. How is the voice of California or of Ore¬
gon to be heard in time? How are the constituen¬
cies of Texas and Virginia to meet in State con¬

ventions and give authoritative expression of
their will before the middle ofJune? How can

the machinery be put in motion by which the De¬
mocratic voters will direetaltendance at Baltimore
or Richmond, in accordance with their judgment?
Kvidently, this cannot be ibiue. Evidently, tho
delegations already elected are the only ones that
can act, and they must act on their own judgun nt,
in a conjecture which does not allow opportunity
for instruction by their constituencies. A refusal,
then, by the delegates of the seceding States to re¬

turn to Baltimore, a refusal to defer the Richmond
meeting until there shall beau uncontrollable ne-

eessitv for holding it, would inevitably result in
iiieiirable division ofour party, the *ole conserva¬

tive organization rem lining in our country; in its
final disruption: worse than all, in tho endanger¬
ing of the successful assertion of its principles,
compared with which the success of a single elec¬
toral struggle is unworthy of one moment's con-

This suit was for the
recovery of the value of a mule and two hor¬
ses killed by the engine oi the defendants, en¬

gaged in drawing a train of passenger ears on
the 1st of September, IS57, at night. The
proof in the ease was to the effect that the
engineer in charge of the engine, upon round¬
ing a curve o{ the road, (down grade) dis¬
covered the animals in question feeding
near the track, about lot) feet ahead of the
engine and 150 yards from a cattle guard..
Seeing the danger to which he was exposed,
the engine was reversed immediately.
brakes put down, and the whistle alarm {riv¬
en: and the train stopped as soon as possible,
but not until the horses and mule had been
struck, the train being at the usual speed,
from 2<) t"-5 miles per hour.
Upon this proof the defendants a°ked for

four several Instructions, all of which were

overruled except one, which was in these
words:
"That if the horses and mule of flic plaintiff

wore killed by the defendant's engine, on the truck
of the defendant's road, in tlio regular pursuit of
the defendant's business, that the action cannot
bo maintained, and the verdict must be for the de-
lein 1:111>h. if it lie proved that reasonable care was
used on tho part of the defendants at tile time, to
avoid the collision between the horses and mule
and the engine."
The pl;i in till* also asked an instruction, which

w\iJ mouilieJ by the Court tu the following effect
and given to the jury:
"That the finding of the jury should bo for the

plaintiiV unless they should believe from the evi-
dcnce that the killing whs from accident, and or-

dinary care and precaution being taken by riie
agents of the compuny to avoid tho aeeideiit, or

that it w:is occasioned by tho curelcssuess, folly or

wrong of the owner of tho stock."
Upon these instructions and proofs, the jury

found for the plaintiff the value ofhis stock, and
the Court refused a new trial of the cause, think¬
ing the jury were warranted in their linding; the
proof being that the alarm \rhi;-tle was not con¬

stantly blown, or, in other words, there was no

proof that the whistle was blown longer than tiic
usual timo to put on tho brakes, the time being
only I'» seconds from the first discovery of the
stock until they were struck. And it appeared
that the schedule time was 211 miles per hour; and
the proof being that the engineer was running
over that speed, which ho had the right to do il
necessary.
The ease, wc learn will be taken to the Court

of Appeals for its decision, upou a bill of exceptions
taken by the defendants. Counsel mr the plain-
till.

An Expulsion..In the House of Repre¬
sentatives, on Thursday, Mr. Winslow, from
tiio Covode investigating committee, reported
the- testimony of Cornelius Wendell and F.
W. Walker, and moved that it be printed.
From iho reading it appeared that Mr.

Wendell lmd given Walker checks for
$2,500, which Walker had cashed; but in
response to the persistent inquiries of the
select committee, lie said the money was not
in consideration of services in assisting to
pu<s the Lecompton or English bill to which
he was opposed. He was the correspondent
of the New York Express, but was also here
on political business. He had often received
windfalls. On one occasion a gentleman
put two hundred dollars in his hand. These
gentlemen, who thus acted, have no business
before Congress. At the time he received
the notes from Wendell, nothing was said
abou t the parage of any measures, lie got
the money toward the close of the last ses-
sion of Congress.- It was given him for his
general good will for Wendell, he supposed.
The report concluded with a resolution that

Francis W. Walker be expelled, from the re-

porters gallery.
Mr. Boteler caused to be read a letter ad¬

dressed to him by the editors of the New
York Express, dated the 15th instant, in
.which, speaking of the subject under inves¬
tigation by the select committee, they say
they never received any portion of the $2,500
given to Mr. Walker, etc.

Mr. Sherman said the gentlemen who oc¬

cupy the galleries as reporters, are paid by
their respective employers; and when they
abuse the privilege given to them tor re¬

porting the proceedings and become lobby
agents, he would expel them, and was, there-
lore, ready to vote for this resolution.

Mr. Winslow said that there was no inti-
mation whatever before the committee that
the editors of the Express had received any
of this money, nor did it appear that any
member of Congress was improperly iinpli-
catod in the passage or defeat of measures
before this House. The scandal originates
in the pretensions of lobby agents, who claim
that no bill can be passed without the use
of money, and thus prey upon claimants.
The resolution for the expulsion of Mr.

Walker was then adopted.
