All night
through, that bell sounds at his season, and
tells how vur sentinels defend us, It rang
when the Amazon was on fire, and chimed
its bervie signal of duty and courage and
honor,  Think of the dangers these seamen
undergo for us, the hourly peril and watch,
the familiar storm, the dreadful iceberg, the
long winter nights when the decks are as
glnss and the sailor has to climb through ici-
cles to bend the stiff sail on the yard. Think
of their courage and their kindnesses in cold,
in tempest, in hunger, in wreck !— Cornhill
Maguziue.
