That truly eloquent clergyman, Rev. Dr.
Fuller, of Baltimore, in a recent addre** at
one of the religious anniversaries in New
York, paid the following tribute to "the
press."
"Who can measure the power of the press?

An ounce of lead moulded into a bullet, and
put into a Minnie rifle, with a few grains of
powder beneath it, will gt» two miles aud do
its errand in an efficient manner, if it en¬
counter no obstacles. But that ounce of lead
made into types and put into one of Ho*'h
lightning printing presses, will go thousands
of miles and do its errand effectively, not on

one man merely, but on millions, and that
though oceans, rivers, aud mountains
may intervene. A steam printing press!
Did you ever go down in one of the spacious
vaults beneath your sidewalks here, aud
watch the monsters ? Why, my friends, I
feel something like awe in looking at them.
.I feel like taking my bat off to the huge ma¬

chine. [Laughter. J It seems to me to be
a living thing.one of Ezelciel's living crea¬

tures with 'the hand of a man and the sound
of many waters, and the living eye in the
wheel.'

lie asks no nourishment, knows no weari¬
ness. How it strips itself to its work and
toils on with a strength that mocks to scorn

the might of the giant, aud with a clamor as

if it would shiver to pieces every substance
in his grasp. And yet, with a delicacy and
precision unattainable by human muscles, it
receives a fabric so delicate that a rude touch
would rend it, and imprints upon it in the
twinkling of an eye, that which it cost hours
to compose. It flings off sheet after sheet
to entertain, instruct, regenerate and blesx
the earth. None of us have yet begun to

appreciate the influence of the press as

an agent for the diffusion of knowledge,
whether it be in volumes, pamphlets, or,
above all, through the daily newspaper, the
moral institution which has revolutionized
not only the literary, but the commercial
and political world. If you have read the
Constitution, you will remember that there
are only two estates in Congress, the Senate
and House of Representatives; but a third
estate has sprung up, occupying during the
session of Congress a seat higher than that
occupied by the Senators and Representatives
themselves, and which continues in session
lung after Congress adjourns, everywhere
HLni at all times. It is composed of the rep¬
resentatives of the press."

IIow the Women of The Nation Lost
Their Teeth..Dr. Livingson's Travels in
Africa, is one of the most valuable books of
modern times. Among the many curious and
amusing things in it, we find an accouut
of a strange deformity existing in a tribe of
negroes in a sun toasted country, he has been
exploring. Every man, woman and child
are without front teeth. Inquiring into tho
cause of the unnatural appearance, it was

given him thus:
Once on a time the chief of the tribe, like

many bettor civilized countries, was possess¬
ed of a refractory wife. He endured her im¬
pudences and annoyances for many years,
but one day his passions became suddenly
aroused, he gave her what is termed, in civi¬
lized parlance, a "plug" in the mouth with
his fist. The blow must uot ouly have been
severe but well aimed, for it relieved the
mouth of the proud woman of all her front
teeth.
Thus despoiled of her most prized beauty,

the sable matron hid herself in shame, aud
afterwards became a tractable aud obedient
wife. The warriors of the tribe, in council
assembled, observing the good effects of that
one blow of the chief, and being troubled
generally with disobedient wives, resolved at
once to follow his pugilistic example.
