AN ACT amending the first and second sections
of an act in relativn to Licenses and Taxes on

the same, passed 4th of May, 1557,

Be it enacted by the City Conneil of Alevandria,
That the first and second sections of the above re-
citedaet, be amended and re-enacted 20 a2 to read-
as tollows :

Szeroy 1. That all licenses for earrying on
any business or profession for which u license iy
required by the Laws of tais Corporation, shall ex-
pireon the first duy of June, and that all such li-
censes shall be obtaiped from the Mayor of the
City, who shall before granting the same, require
from every person or firm applying therefor, a cer.
tifieate from the Collector ot the Ward in which
such person or firm transacts business, setting
forth the amount of the tax on such License, und
that the same hias been paid tosuch Collector,

Skc. 2. 1t shall be the duty of the Clerk of the
Commnon Couneil immediately on receiving the re-
turns of the Assessors fur any Ward, to deliver to
the Collector of Taxes for such Ward, bills for the
taxes or livenses to persons and finms transacting
business in seeh Ward, and the said Collectors
shall immediately proeeed to colleet the same from
the person or firms chargeable therewith, for which
colleetion they shall be entitled to and receive one
wuid o hall per eent. on the wmount thereof.

Chiravari, or the nasal prominence of the
Duke of Wellington in Punch, It is really

President, rigged out in full Japanese style,
as a correspondent, to start for Yeddo by the
way of Salt River on the4th of March next.

Even our Naval Board of Japanese enter-
tainers have heen illustrated an artist
here, who has pictured them in lfall uniform,
standing on the haleony at Willard’s, and
holding a Japanese rigged asa “Jumping
Jack.” 'I'he legend 1is: *‘So you're tired of
having your strings pulled and being exhibi-
ted to our friends? q?ell, if you go among
the Northern barbarians, they won’t let us
pull the strings, and will exhibit you them-
selves roughly; and, as we're very well off
here at Willard’s, hadn’t we better remain
here until you sail?” The conception is
capital; but only those who have seen the
gentlemanly wearers of anchor_buttons in
their guardian capacity, can appreciate the
sarcasm, or fully understand the truth of
the joke.

The rank of the Princes has been greatly
exaggerated, and it is not at all certain
that the Tycoon is anything more thanthe
Executive ofticer of the Mikado, or Emperor.
Several of the subordinateofficials, who begin
to talk English, represent themselves as
attached, when at home, to the household
rf Princes of far higher position than those
iere.
