In Green County, Virginia, there is a re-
markable natural curivsity known as the
“Tidal Spring.”” The water issues out of
the ground in a hold stream sufficiently
strong to turn a grist mill, and it continues
to flow for fifteen or twenty minutes, when
the water ceases to run, and in two minutes’
time not a single drop of water is visible.—
In the course of an hour or two the water
commences flowing again, and flows twenty
or thirty minutes, when it again ceases. In
wet weather it flows every hour, and in dry
wenther it flows seven or eight times every
twenty-four hours.

The Woodstock Tenth Legion says:—Dur-
ing u few days absence from home, we had
the opportunity of observing the extent of
the injury to the wheat crop by thefly, joint-
worm, ete., in the lower end of this county
and a portion of Warren; and we are con-
firmed in the opinion heretofore expressed,
that the present will scarcely exceed half an
average yield. Oceasionally a field of good
wheat is to be met with, where the land is
in high cultivation, but the reverse is genc-
raly the case. The grass crops on the con-
trary are generally good.

The oil and pump-houses, of Gen. Karn’s
oil works in Wirt county, Va., at the Burn-
ing Springs, caught fire on Thursday night
last aud wero entirely destroyed, with abous
two hundred harrels of oil. Nothing was
saved but the esgine-house and engine.--
The fire originated from the gas taking fire
from the lamp or lantern in the hands of ones
of the workmen.

The late Judge Edward Turner, whose
decease, ot his residence, near Nutchez, took
place a few weeks since, was among the old-
est of the adopted sons of Mississippi.  Born
in Fairfax county, Virginia, in 1778, be
moved to Natehez in 1802, and met, at once,
with a warm and cordial recoption. During
his long career he filled numerous public
positions of great responsibility and trust.

Scencs in Baltimore. .

The climax of excitement into which the
opposing parties in the Convention and their
outside adberents have worked themselves
up during the lust twenty-four hours, sought
expression last night through the gatherings
in Monument Square, and the crowd was
larger, the speaking more earnest, and the
spirit of rivalry and opposition more deter-
mined than during any of the previous night
demonstrations. The early adjournment of
the Convention left the throug at liberty,
and soon after ( o’clock the Sqnare began to
fill up. :

At about 6 o'clock, an aged man was seen
in the enclosure surrounding the Court
ouse, gesticulating most violently, and in-

dulging in other peculiar antics.  The crowd |

immediately wended their way thither, when
the ohject of attraction slipped up to the rail-
ing, and proceeded to quote from the prophe-
cies of Ezekiel and Isaiah, to prove that the
present Demoeratic Convention was foretold
some thousand years ago, and, to use his
own language, that the world would cer-

' tainly come to an end if Judge Douglas and

President Buchanan did not immediately
decide the Kansas question by a roughand
tumble fight.

He further informed his hearers that he
was of Quaker extraction, and was a dele-
gute to the Convention from Ohio: that he
had spent millions of money for the party,
and was not desirous of holding office or ac-
cepting the nomination for the Presidency.

The speaker about this time retired from

the public gaze, evidently much fatigued by |
his patriotic efforts, and fully proviug to the |
audience that he was won compos menlis, |

The flow of his elogquence was finally cut
short by police interference.
Shortly before 8 o’clock the bands accom-

panying the delegations commenced to enli- |

ven the erowd by playing numerous patriotic

airs, which had the effect of bringing to- |

gether a larger gathering than has assembled
on any evening since the commencement of
the Convention.

The larger portion of the crowd congrega-
ted in front of the Gilmor IHouse, and re-
peated calls were made for Mr. Yancey, of
Alabama. That gentleman, however, did
not respond, and the crowd evidently wanted
him, or nobody else.

The Douglas men in the house adjoining

appeared annoyed at this proceedure, and |

determined, if possible to counteract it.—
Henee ina few woments, there was seen ap-
proaching their quarters the banper of the
Keystone Club, borne aloft in the air so as

to be visible to all, and their band playiog |

at the same time an inspiring air. This ex-
pedient did not, however, meet with much
success, as the crowd in front of the Gilmor
1louse still called for Yancey. Tiic Douglas
section was, however, warmly applauded by
its immedinte adherents stationed uwear the
entrance to the quarters of the club.

At this stage ot affuirs the Douglasites in-
troduced Mr. Powell of Pennsylvania, who
entered into a history of Judge Douglas’
carcer, aud was of the opinion that he was in
every way qualilied for the Presidential
chair.

Mr. Brook, of Virginia, was holding forth
at the same time {rom the balcony of the Gil-
mor House, and was givinga somewhat differ-
ent view of the ohjects and aims of the De-
mocratic party than given by the gentleman
from Pennsylvania. Both speakers were al-
ternately applauded by their different ad-
berents, and were evidently convineed that
their arguments were entireiy correct.

These gentlemen were followed by numer-
ous speakers on both sides, but the noise and
confusion prevailing rendered it impossible
for any one to understand what they were
saying. Both purties made as mueh con-
motion as possible.  Among the sperkers
were Mr. Wallach (auti-Douglas,) of Wash-
ingmn. My, Merrick (Douglas,) of [linois,
and Mr. Hagoe, of Virginin. The latter
gentlemun (anti-Donglas,) made & powertul
address, and was loudly applauded during
his remarks. 1lis delininon of Southern
principles and Southern rights met with great
approbation, if the applause of his hearers is
to be taken as g eriterion,

At this time, the lureer portion of t!u-,'

crowd were in front of the Gilmor Houose,
aud the cheering and calls, for Mr, \':l!n-'-_\‘,
of Alzbaa, were Joud aod projonged, That
wentlenan finally appearcd on the Baleovy,
and was grecied with tremendous appluuse,

Tue Nixgvzu Staps.—The friends of the
Theological Seminary of Virginia (says the
Southern Churchman) will be glad to hear,
that the Nineveh Slabs have at last arrived,
and have Leen deposited in the Library.—
They are thiee in number. The largest is
(i feet 5 inches long, by 3 feet 3 inches wide,
and contains o bas velief' of the bust of a
winged figure, holding in one hand a pioe-
cone, u sacred emblem, and standing before
the sacred tree, This slab is in a good state
of preservation, and thechiselling is as beau-
tiful and distinet, after the lapse of twenty-
five centuries, as though it had been done
yesterday.

The other two slahs represent, according to
Lavard, the idol Nisroch, in whose house, or
temple, Sennacherib was worshipping, when
This is un eagle-headed, wing-
ed figure, holding a square vessel in one hand,
and in the other the pine-cone. We see in
these slabs the snered tree again,  They are
hoth eovered with inseriptions in the Assy-
vian wedge-shaped character, running across.
They sre vach 5 feet 4 inches in height, and
3 feer 5 inches wide.

These slabs were dug from one of the
mounds, in the spring of 1835, They were
then drawn to the Tigris, o mile distant, by
25 or 20 Arabs, on o gun carriage; foated
down the river on rafts of the same shape as
those deseribed by Herodotus; then tran:-
ported to the small vessels, which navigate
the Tigris, and which are of the same shape
a# those used by Alexander the Great,  After
lving a year at Buassora, they were shipped
to the United States,
