FOUR DAYS LATER FROM IE'ﬂ'B‘(ll].’ET
ARRIVAL OF '1'][]:3_ STEAMER MELITA.

Faruer Porvr, June 24.-<The steamer
Melita, with Liverpool advices of the 13th
|inst., four days luter, has passed this point
on her way to Quebec.

The latest advices from Sieily state that
the capitulation of the Neapolitan troops
had been sigued, and that they had evacuated
Palermo.

Naples had sent an envoy to England and
France.

The English reform bill had been with-
drawn by the government.

The steamer Great Kastern was to sail on
the 16th fur New York.

Froy Stary.—The Neapolitan troops had
evacunted Palermo and had already begun
to arrive at Naples and beea dispatched to-
wards Castellamare and Gaeta.  The Neapo-
litan troops in Sicily will be concentrated at
Syracuse, Messou and Aqueta.

The damage done by the bombardment of
Palermo was immense. The treasury wus
destroyed, and the Neapolitan troops com-
mitted great atrocities. Three, hundred
houses were burnt by them in only one quar-
ter of the town, as well as several convents
at the moment of their retreat. Women
and children who sought to escape from the
hurning honses were killed.

At Carini the palace was sacked and burn-
ed and as they retired the soldicrs set fire to
all the houses in their way.

Catania was given up o the pilage of the
royalists and then abandoned.

Garibaldi has 1ssued o decree calling all
Sicilians to arms, hetween the ages of 17 and
and 50 years.  Vessels of war were in the
roads of Palermo.

It is rumored that France, with the con-
sent of Piedmont, has accepted the media-
tion proposed by Naples.  The conditions of
the mediation are a liberal constitution for
Nuples, and a saparate government for Siei-
Iy, under a prince of the house of Bourbon,
subjeet to thecondition that the Sicilians give
their consent,

[t is said that Mazzing had embarked for
Nicily, The Sardinian goverument had or-
dered their fleet and all the authorities along
the const o apprehend him i possible,

Nuples dispatches suy that the promulga-
tion ol a constitation framed according to
that of France is expected shortly.

Garibaldi liad addressed a letter to Signor
Bertine, authorizing him to make advances
or negotiate aloan for Sieily, or contruct any
debt; and adds that he bas at Sicily immense
means to satisfy all claims.
