His denunciation of
tiie American party in general, and in this
connection, ol Bob Johnson, alias McXeil.
in particular, was about as bitter as it
could be. |

LOCAL ITEMS.

A Handsome Building..King street in
the neighborhood of Royal, has within late
Years, been almost completely metamorpho¬
sed. The small frame tenements that served
the purposes of business in that section ot
the city lor half a century, have given place
to elegant and commodious edifices, which
in style and beauty vie with the establish¬
ments of any city in the Commonwealth,
and add much to the appearance ot the
street.
Among the improvements in that locality,

Mr. Win. Arnold has had the frame house
which recently adjoined the establishment ol
K. II. Miller, .Son & Co., replaced by a ele-
gant brick store, and Daguerrean Saloon.
The new building is some feet front,

and extends back about 00 feet. The lower
story front is of handsome ornamental wood-
work, and exhibits two doors, and the same
number of windows. The windows which
are very large, will each be arranged with a

single plate of glass, whilst the doors, hand¬
somely carved and painted, will add much
to the appearance of the establishment..
The upper stories, two in number, are orna¬

mented l>y pressed brick cornices, and light¬
ed by three arched windows each.the win-
dow sash of fancy pattern, and tiic window
frames sanded in imitation of stone. The
whole building is topped by a heavy and
imposing, yet very neat cornice, which gives
it a handsome finish. The roof is partially
gravelled, and the remainder sheeted with tin.
The eastern door of the lower story admits

to a spacious store, which, when iitted up,
will prove one of the handsomest establish-
ments in the city, and will be occupied by
Mr. Lewis Buar. The western door opens
upon a wide stairway, leading to the upper
stories. Upon the second floor has been ar-!
ranged with special view to the wants ol the
art, one of the finest Daguerreau Saloons in
the Union. The reception room on the front
is spacious, well lighted and airy, linme-
diateiy in the rear, is a neat Ladies' tires- j
sing room, dark rooms for the storing of |
chemicals, and a room admitting only the
peculiar light required for some ol the man-

ipulations of the Photographic art. In the
rear of the building, and furnished with a

fine skylight, is the operating room of the
establishment. Altogether, for neatness,
convenience, and completeness ot arrange-!
rnent, we have seen no where in the coun-

try an establishment better fitted to the pur-
poses for which it is designed. Mr. A'. S.
Bennett will occupy this portion ol the
building.
The third story, approached by the stair-

wav we have mentioned, is a large, well
lighted, and finely finished room, well fitted
lor almost any business requiring an upper
room. The building, under the hands of
our skillful mechanics, is almost completed,
and will soon be ready for occupancy.
The building is from a design ol W. K.

Price. Architect, and owes its tine appear¬
ance to the handywork of Messrs. Samuel
Reed, bricklayer; Delahay & Kemp, joiners;
llammerdiugor Taylor, plasterers; .John
liudd. painter and glaviier: and Isaac Koil,
plumber.
