Desverate Resistance.—Some five years
ago, Mr. Duval, of Chesterfield, residing in
the vicinity of Proctor’s Creek, missed one
of his servants and though repeated endeay-

" ors were made to discover his whereabouts

he still remained at large. A few daysago,
Mr. Duval learned that Le would probably
capture the runaway by a strict alert in or
about Richmond, and pursuing this course,
with the assistance of some of the Richmond
police, he succeeded. On yesterday mor-
ning, when he was about to take him from
that city, and had arrived at the Petersbarg
depot, the negro broke away and fought with
terrific fury against bis master and the po-
lice officers who aceompanied him, Ile was
finally subdued, handcuffed and safely plac-
At the Half-way

negro, and placing him in a buggy in wait-
ing, drove towards home, They bhad not
proceeded far before the negro clandestinel

succeeded in getting one of the handeufls
off, and intending at all hazards to be re.
venged as well asto escape, exssailed his mas-
ter with desperation, evidently with the iu-
tent to kill or seriously injure him. But
Mr. Duval being a resulute man, of firm
calibre and quick eye, met the assault and
for upwards of half an hour the master and
slave scutfled and foughtio the buggy. They
proceeded thus for about balf a mile, the
fight growing more fearful as they eontinu.
ed, wheo they were met by the Rev, Charles
T. Friend, who accompunted by his wife and

! children, was driving on his way home,—

The circumstance wus fortunate fur Duval,
who would no doubt have finally been over-
powered. He called to Mr, Friend to as-
gist him, huz at the moment Mr, F. was
afraid to leave hig family on account of the
restiveness of his horse, but being reassured
by his wife, e committed the reins to her
hands, and went inty the melea, In a short
time, the negro was overpowered and tied
firmly with what ropes and spare reins there
were in the possession of the two gentlemen,
but strange to say, the giaut strength of the

| refractory slave nad rather increased than

diminished, and seareely was he bound than
he snapped the ropes and tore asunder the
reins that were twisted about his arms, like
o mueh twine, and again ofiered a fearful
resistanee, They were now without an

other immediate means of securing him, al-
though they quickly suceecded in overpower
ing him.
