! Among the many modes of attack up-

on the sacred scriptures, with the view
'to overthrow their credibility, the charge
' of inaceuracies in their historical state-
ments is one of the latest that have been
Cresorted to. Any apparent disagreement

between sacred and profane history has
been at once seized upon, and converted
into an argument against the divioe an-
thority of the Bible.

[t is certainly a just occasion for
thankfuluess to God, on the part of all
who believe the sacred volume to be an
inspired and true record of the events of
which it treats, to learn that the discove-

| ume.
The following is au interesting instance
of confirmation of the seriptural record,
Cin a point upon which inaccuracy has
“heen charged on the sacred historian. It
Lis claimed that, in the account by Daniel
of the full of Babylon, the statement that
Belshazzar, who was then overthrown,

| vidence, ™ in which the light of modern
! rescarch and discovery is made to con-
| tribute to its elucidation :—7%he World.
I “Of the son of Neriglissar, who was a
'mere child and reigned but a few months,
| seripture certainly contains no trace.—
| Whether his successor, the last native
king of the Canon, whose name is there
| given as Nabonadins, and who appears
elsewhere as Nubannidochus, Naboune-
dus, or Lubyunetus,—whether this mon-
arch has a place in the seriptural narra-
tive or not, has been u matter of dispute
among the lewrned.  That there is no
name iu the least resembling Nabonadius
in the Bible, is granted. Bat it has
been by many supposed that this prince
must be identical with Daniel’s Belshaz-
zar—the last native ruler mentioned in
seripture.

“Ihe great diversity, however, of the
two names coupled with the fact that in
every other case of n Semitic monarch—
whether Assyrian or Babylonian, the He-
| brew representutive is a new expression
of the vernacular term, has always made
this theory unsatisfactory; und rational-
ists, inding no better explunation thau
this of the acknowledged difficulty, bave
been emboldened to declare that Daniel’s
account of Belshazzar is a pure inveu-
tion of his own, that it “contradicts’ Be-
rosus, and is an vomistakable indiecation
of the unbistorical character which at-
taches to the entire narrative.

“It was difficult to meet the arguments
of these objectors in former times. Not
only econld they point to the want of con-
firmation, by any profane writers, of the
name Belshazzar, but they could urge
further “contradictions.” Berosus, they
could sey, made the last Babylonian
 monarch absent frow the city atthe time
{ of its eapture by the Persians. Hespoke

| ot him as taken prisoner afterwards at
| Borsippa, and us then not slain, but trea-
L ted with mueh kindness by Cyros. Thus

The new Rowd, north and west of George-

 Joppa, ‘- :

Jopps is one of the -oldest cities in
Palestine, if not in the world. When
Joshua divided Cansan among the twelve
tribes, he gave Joppa (Japho) to Dan;
and Hebron, another city of great age,
was given to Ashur. From the remotest
antiguity, it was the principal sea-port
of Canaan, a8 it is to this day. Though
thirty miles distant, it was the nearest
sea-port to Jerusalem.  In building the
temple, Solomon brought wood from Le-
banon this way: “We will bring it to
thee in floats by sea to Jopps, and thou
shalt carry it up to Jerusalem.” 2 Chron.
ii. 16. When Ezra rebuilt the temple,
he again brought “cedar trees from Le-
banon to the sea (harbor) of Joppa.”
Ezra iii. 7. From then till now, Joppa
has continued to be the chief seaport of
Palestine. All persons going to Jeru-

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sulem by sea, land here; and all the mer-

chandise comes through this port. This
traffic has greatly increased its popula-
tion of late years, so that it is now
equal to that of the Holy City—15,000.

The city is built on a low ledge of
rocks which extends into the sea. On
this it rises, and recedes from the coast,
assaming somewhat the shape of a cone,
around which large gardens of orange
and pomegranate trees spread out.
From our steamer in the harbor, its white
houses and green groves gave it the ap-
pearance of & fairy city, embowered amid
flowery, fragrantgroves. Numerous wa-
ter-wheels, worked by oxen, donkeys,
and mules, pump great quantities of wa-
ter to irrigate these gardens, In its
rear, the lundscape slopes vut into the
pastoral plain of Sharon, to whose roses
Solomon alludes in the Canticles. The
city has but one principal street, into
which all its trade is crowded. It
swarms with men, mules, and donkers,
shrieking,braying, in front of the bazaars.
Hither come merchantmen from the land
of the Philistines, along the sea-coast to
the south, and the Arabs from a large
scope of country,sometimes filling the city
with & lawless, murderous crowd.

The bharbor of Joppa is like a boil-
ing cauldron, always in commotion. Of-
ten when the sea outside ia perfectly
calm, the tumbling waves in the harbor
make it dangerous for vessels to land.

Tue Usiversan MeraMorrnosts.—If «
wafer be laid on a surface of & polished met-
al, which is then breathed upon, and if
when the moisture of the breath has evapo-
rated, the wafer be shaken off, we shall find
that the whale polished surface is not as it
was befere, although our senses can detect
no difference; for if we breathe again upon
it the surface will be moist everywhere ex-
cept on the spot previously sheltered by the
wafer, which will now appear as a spectral
imugze on the surface. Aguain, and again we
breathe, and the moisture evaporates, Lut
still the spectral wafer reappears. This ex-
periment succeeds after a lapse of many
montbs, if the metal be carefully put aside
where its surfuce cannot be disturbed. Ifa
sheet of paper, on which a key has been
laid, be exposed for some minutes to the sun-
shine, and then instantaneously viewed in
the dark, the key being removed, & fading
spectre of the key will be visible. Let this
paper be put aside for mavy months where
nuthing can disturb it, and tben, in dark-
ness, be laid on a plate of hot metal, the
spectre of the key will again appear. In
the case of budies more highly phosphores-
cent than paper, the spectres of many differ-
ent objects which may have heen lnid on it in
succession will, on warming, emerge in their
proper order. This is equally true of our
bodies und our minds, There are cases on
record of ignorant women, in states of in-
sanity, uttering Greck and Hebrew phrases,
which in past years they have heard their
masters utter, without, of course comprehen-
ding them. These tones have long been
tforgotten : the traces were so faint tkat, un-
der ordinary conditions, they were invisible;
Lut these traces were there, and, in the in-
tense light of cerebral excitement, they start-
el into prominence, just as the spectral im-
age of the key started into sight on the ap-
plication ef heat, We are involved in the
universal metamorphosis, Nothing leaves us
wholly as it found us, Every man we meet,
every hook we read, every pictnre or land-
scape we see, every word or tone we hear,
mingles with our being and modifies it,

Ax Erroxeovs Assvsprion.—The fact
that some of the most distinguished men of
the United States are not much indebted
for their position to scholastic training, has
given rise to a common notion that the dis-
tinguished youth at the College or Universi-
ty genersily falls behind in the competitions
of the world, 1t is undeniable that some
of our first statesmen, lawyers, clergymen,
&e., have Leen men who aid not enjoy the
henefits of a thorough early education.—
This is not true, however, of the public men
of America generally, especially in the
Southern States. The subject was discuss-
ed sume years ago in the British Parliament,
and, on that occasion, the historian Macau-
lay pretty effectually exploded the fallacy
to which we have referred, Ile traversed
the field of Parliamentary history from the
days of Montague and Bolingbroke to those
of Canning and Peel, and the latter period
of Lord Derby and (iladstone—all of whom
had taken high collegiate honors. The ablest
Governors of India were Hastings, Metealfe,
Wellesley and Ellenborough, each of whom,
he said, bad been eminent at Westminis-
ter, or Eton, or Oxford, or Cambridge. At
the bench and the bar, he enumerated Mans-
field, Eldon, Stowell, Gibbs, Tentenden,
Lyndhurst, Baron Anderson, Justiee Maule,
Baron Parker, Justice Coleridge, who were
no less distinguished for scholarship than for
the strength and acuteness of their practical
fuculties. All of these, and many others
who had obtained high positions, had kept
the start which they gained in youth. Ifthe
eminent self made men who have become
justly illustrious, acquired great.fame with-
out early advantages, they might have risen
still higher if they had enjoyed the opportu-
nities of intellectusl discipline which Col-
leges and Universities afford.—Rich. Disp.
