MISCELLANEOUS REAVINO.__
CONSTITUTIONAL election for pres.

IDENT AND vice PRESIDENT.
As some inaccurate views of the method

of chosiog these high officers have been pre¬
sented to the public, it may be proper to give
the exact words of the twelfth article of the
amendment to the Constitution of the United
States which provides for the emergency of a

failure of the people to elect:
"The Electors shall meet in their respec¬

tive States, and vote by ballot for President
and Vice President one of whom, at least,
shall not be an inhabitant of the same State,
with themselves; they shall name in their
ballots the person voted for as President, and
in distinct ballots the person voted for as Vice
President, and they shall make distinct lists
of all persons voted for as President, and
of all persons voted as Vice President, and
of the number of votes for each, which lists
they shall sign and certify, and transmit
.sealed to the seat of the Government of the
United States, directed to the President of
the Senate. The President of the Senate
shall in presence of the Senate and Rous©
of representatives, open all the certifcates,
and the votes shall then be counted. The
person having the greatest number of votes
for President shall be the President, if such
number bo a majority of the whole number
of Electors appointed; and if no person have
such majority, then from the persons having
the highest numbers, not exceeding three, on

the list of those voted for as President, the
House of Representatives shall choose, im¬
mediately, by ballot, the President. But in
choosing the President the votes shall be ta--
ken by States, the representation from each
State having one vote. A quorum for this
purpose shall consist of a member or mem¬

bers from two-thirds of the States, and a

majority of all the States shall be necessary
to a choice. And if the House of Repre¬
sentatives shall not choose a President,
whenever the right of choice shall devolve
upon them, before the fourth day of March
next following, then the Vica President shall
act as President, as in the case of the death
or other constitutional disability of the Pres¬
ident. The person having the greatest num¬
ber of votes as Vice President shall be the
Vice President, if such number be a majori-
ity of the whole number of electors appoint¬
ed, and if no person have a majority, then
from the two highest numbers on the list
the Senate shall choose the vice President.
A quorum for the purpose shall consist of
two-thirds of the whole number of Senators,
and a majority of the whole number shall
be necessary to a choice. Rut no person
constitutionally ineligible to the office of
President shall be eligible to that of Vice
President of the United States."
