The
taking of tlie census in some of the lower
ward, exhibits many strange phases of hu¬
man life, particularly in the vicinity of Bed¬
ford, Small, and other streets ot a like char¬
acter. In the space from the south side of
South street, to the north side of Kit/water,
and between Twelfth and Thirteenth streets,
the population foots up two thousand. The
houses occupied 1>\ them are generally three
room buildings, and in tn >st ot them a family
occupies each room, this is particularly the
case in one row, wher* the proprietor rents

them onlv bv rooms. In some of these hous¬
es the occupants appear to lit- comfortable,
notwithstanding their closo quarters, but in
others there appears to be difficulty in get¬
ting along. In Kuiiline street, which is the
negro quarter, may be found a white woman

with .. husband formerly a slave in Delaware,
and in another place two white men had the
honor of giving tin* names of two colored wo¬

men as their lawful wives. 1 n some of thecel-
l,ir> the most abject poverty is apparent, the
occupants, black and white, fraternizing to¬

gether, being engaged in bone and rag pick¬
ing, the result of the day's labor being in one

corner ..! their wretched room, while the in¬
dividuals occupy the other. The only furni¬
ture in many places being a straw bed, a

wooden bench, and one or two articles for
cooking. One family in a small two storv
house rents the cellar toa colored family, and
though the whites in the upper portion are

extremely poor they manage to take care of
a relative who has been entirely blind for
several years. \(» better place can be found
for the operations of the Benevolent and
Christian Associations of Philadelphia than
the places referred to. K indness shown them
by those whose mission it is to \isit the sick
and needy, would no doubt result in ?ume

About 12 o'clock on Wednesday afternoon,
a colored man, named (ieorge Dorsey, was

detected in the act of robbing a dwelling in
lialtimore. As soon us detected, the felloT\,
who had packed up a quantity of goods,
jumped from the second-story window, and
Van from the alley, pursued with the cry of
"stop thief." Two gentlemen, Messrs. NN m.
Baker and Win. <L Orem, who were in the
vicinity, attempted to seize the fugitive,
when he deliberately fired two shots from a

double barreled pistol at them, directing a

shot at each. Neither shot took effect, how¬
ever, and the desperado was seized by Mr.
Orem and Mr. Baker, who held him until
the policemen .reached the spot. The pri¬
soner resisted desperately, and assaulted
Capt. Boyd, who was compelled to strike
him several blows with a billy. Finally,
when near the police station, he resisted and
assailed policeman McCracken, who knocked
him down with his stick. 11c was then ta¬

ken to a cell and chained down. On his

person was found the empty pistol, a box of
caps, and balls. It is said he was only dis¬
charged from the penitentiary last Friday.
At Boston, the Chicago Zouaves are crea¬

ting a great sensation. An immense crowd
was attracted to the common to witness
their drill, which strongly impressed mili¬
tary men, and created quite a furore among
the thousands of spectators. The Zouaves
visit Charlestown as the guests of the mili¬
tary of that city, and arc expected to visit
Salem. The time of their departure South
is not yet definitely fixed.
The inauguration of a statue of Commo¬

dore Perry, at Cleveland, will be one of the
most imposing ceremonies ever witnessed in
the West. Among the novelties announced,
is a naval mock battle. It will be a novelty
never before witnessed in the West, and will
be one of the most njtrautivo features of the
day. Application has been made to Secre¬
tary Toucey, of the navy, for permission f"r
the government vessels on the lakes to attend
and take part.
The Africa brings the unwelcome news

that the Galway Steamship Line, which was

supposed to have commenced so auspiciously,
and the steamers of which were to make
alternate trips from Cialway to Boston and
New Vork, has been brokeu up, the present
English government being hostile to the mail
contract made with the company by Lord
Derby's government. The result ot this
hostility has been the transfer of the mail
contract to Allen's Canadian line.

Maj. D. J. Sutherland, quartermaster of
the marine corps, is so much in default to

the government that the President has been
constrained t<» strike his name from the roll
of the corps. He was suspended from com¬

mand by Secretary Toucey, some months
since, to enable him to adjust his accounts.
The amount of default is understood to be
somewhat over and above the liability to the
government of his sureties.

A general revival of business and a very
active fall trade is anticipated at the North,
and especially in New Vork. Kxport trade
will be rather short for some weeks to come,

but after the new crops come in we shall see

lively times; as a forerunner of which, the
shipping interest is recovering from its de¬
pression, and ship building has been recom¬

menced with vigor.
Attorney (General Black will leave \V ash-

iugton to-day, for Pennsylvania. Secreta¬
ries Floyd and Thompson contemplate pro¬
ceeding to Old Point to-day, intending to

stay several weeks. Secretary Cass also be¬
ing absent, there will only be three Cabinet
officers remaining in Washington.Secre-
taries Toucey and Cobb, and Postmaster
Holt.
Much concern is felt in several Southern

States, on account of the prevalence of a

drouth of unusual severity. In some places
very little rain has fallen since early in
April. This is especially true of the larger
part of Texas, a portion of Louisiana and
Alabama, and middle lleorgia. In other
States, accounts are variable, but generally
not very flattering.
The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad has sus¬

pended further payments of interest on the
extra dividend, under action taken in the
District Court of the I nited States, and it
i* understood that Judge (iiles has set down
the I'Jth of August next for a hearing of
a bill of complaint praying for another in-
junction.
A mass meeting of front bricklayers has

been held in New Vork. to organize an op¬
position to the proceedings of the Brick-
Livers' Protective I'nion, which has recently
furbidden its members to work on the same

building with front bricklayers who are not
members of the I nion. I here was a large
attendance.
The "bruisers" in New York have about

completed their arrangements for a grand
complimentary dinner to the Benicia Boy, on

which occasion a purse of money will be
presented to him. (That purse, it is said,
already contains So,000. j The banquet will
take place the next week, at the Astor
House.
The site selected for the grand Park in

Baltimore, is Druid Hill, the country seat of
Mr. Lloyd X. Rogers, with adjoining pro-
pert}', constituting altogether an area of live
hundred and seventeen acres. A large pro-
portion of this property is already highly

! improved, and is well provided with a growth
of noble forest trees.

The administration has addressed another
note to the British government on the San
Juan affair. The President has, during the
absence of Secretary Cass, repeatedly been
at the State Department, personally attend
ing the weightier matters pertaining to for¬
eign affairs.

places, without the great delay consequent on
smoke, but greatly diminishing the unheal¬
thy eiFects of it in the mines.

Water (I as..The Scientific American of
the present week states that the city of N'ar-
bonne, in France, has been lighted by genu¬
ine water gas Ibr nearly three years. '1 he
so-called water gas of Sanders ami others, is
only a mixture of hydrogen with coal or

rosin gas. but the Xarbonne gas is pure hy¬
drogen. The first process at Xarbonne was

to decompose water by passing steam through
a highly heated retort containing coal. The
explanation of the decomposition is that the
carbon takes away the oxygen from the wa¬

ter, thus setting the hydrogen free; the car¬
bon and oxygen combine and become car¬

bonic acid and carbonic oxyd. 'Ihe chief
objection to this process is, that the heat re-

. piired to effect the decomposition is so great
that the retort is soon destroyed; hydrogen
produced in retorts by the best management,
would probably cost 111 ire than oil, coal or

rosin gas. But lately at Xarbonne they
have entirely dispensed with retorts and de-
conipoM* the steam by passing it directly in-
to the furnace. The luinace, ol the cupola
form, is charged with coke, the fire urged
bv a blast and when ihe whole is intensely
heated the bla^t, is shut oif, the Hue'closed,
and steam at . )" pounds is let in. 1 he steam
is decomposed and the gases pa>s away to
the purifier and gasometer. 'I his system
seems plausible, but requires the practical
test to fix its value.

I he gas generators creeled at the abo\e
place have been in successful operation about
six months, have cost nothing lor repairs;
and M. Fagcs the inventor, thinks they will
la>t an indefinite period. Each generator
produces ."»ifeet of gas in 'J4 hours, at a
cost lor materials (coke, coal atni lime) of

'about Si) cents per 1,000. The period of
admission of steam and generation of gas
is about twenty minutes: of the re heating,
four or Ihe minutes. The gas thus pro¬
duced <>n burning, gives but little light but
great heat. Light is secured by adjusting
over the burners, coils oi fine platinum wire.

Coe as a bad job,
and wrote to another lawyer to hunt up (Jen.

C'»ehad given the
iie to a brother practitioner, in return for

The Home Market.
"It has been shown from reliable data

that 'if the entire products of the vineyards
of Europe were exported to supply the "natu¬
ral trade of the city of New York aloue, it
would not be sufficient.' The French are
compelled to resort to imitations to supply
this deficiency, and the consequent result is
that but few brandies exported to this coun-
try from France are free from adulterations.
The city of New York alone sells three times
as many 'pure imported brandies,' and four
times as many 'pure imported wines' an¬

nually, as all the wine-producing countries
of Europe export.".A'. Journal of Com¬
merce.
The preceding is quoted in one of our ex¬

changes as having originally appeared in the
New York Journal of Commerce. The state¬
ment is obviously erroneous.
The total quantity of wine imported from

all foreign nations during the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1850, waso,l 14,142 galloon,
and the wine crop of France alone is 9*0,-
000.000 of gallons.

Admitting that (ierinany, Portugal, Spain,
Italy, and other countries on tiie Mediterra¬
nean produce only an equal quantity, the
aggregate European production would in
round numbers be equal to 2,000,000,000 of
gallons, equal to seventy gallons per annum
for every man, woman, and child, and in¬
fant, white and black, in the United States,
and the above official returns of the wine
imported into the United States show that
only one gallon of every four hundred pro¬
duced in Kurope is exported to this coun¬

try.
Of foreign brandy imported in the same

year, the quantity was 2,')2S,.">f>t> gHllun*,
which is not equal to the annual c< nsump-
tion of the single proviuce of Normandy, in
France.

Notwithstanding the immense export of
wine from France, the official returns sh<»w
that in no one year has there ever been an

export equal to one-tenth of the vintage, the
balance, which is more than nine-tenth?,
being consumed at home. Even one-tenth
of the vintage is equal in round numbers to
100,000,000 of gallons, and would fill 1,700,-
ODD casks of sixty gallons each, and require
17,000 vessels to convey it, allowing 1,0ft)
casks to each.
The above facts exhibit in a t-trong Ii^ht

the importance and extent of the home mar¬

ket, which applies almost to every article
pn duced by any nation with equal or great¬
er force than to the wine of France.
The State of Massachusetts affords a more

extensive market for the actual consumption
of breadstuff's grown in the Middle and
Western States than all the foreign nations
of the world, and in the European famine
year of 1847, when we could hardly find
ships enough to carry our breadstuff's to

starving Europe, we exported in wheat and
flour only about ten per cent, of our produc¬
tion, and only about three per cent, of the
crop of Indian corn. At present we export
only about five per cent, of the crop of the
former, and only about one-hall of one per
cent, of Indian corn. That is to say: of
GOO.OOO.OOO bushels, tlw foreign nations
take .'i.Ouu.oOU, and we consume at home
.VJ7,imm>,000; and yet we hear leading politi¬
cians decrving the home market and lauding
the importance of the foreigu demand!.AW,
Int.

The English Law of Primogeniture.
A younger son of the Duke of Leeds ha*

been sent to prison as an insolvent debtor.
A London journal commenting on the fact
savs:

, , , ,.The insolvency «f Lord Williuni Uodolpbin
Osborne, sou ot tin* Du'^e of Leeds, attends a

striking example of the evils ol the law oi

primogeniture. 1 hisru w.ai* ir ^ll1 heing a

younger son, inheritJL' Jiothing but depen-
dencv. lie came into the world in a more

belpfess and destitute condition than that
ol the peasant children on his father's estate.

They have at least the inheritance of labor,
and the workhouse at last: but he, being
the son of a duke, in condemned to be h geu-
tleman on nothing a year. A lord cannot
dig, and being asliamed to beg, the best be
can do is to get into debt. This is just what
Lord William Oodolphin Osborne did. lii»
father only allowed Lord Williau the sum

of 12 pounds a year during his minority.--
When lie came of age, the allowance was in¬

creased to lo*) pounds. Fancy a lord, the
son of a duke, set up in life with *2 pound*
u week ! Is it tu be wondered at, that this
young man, brought up in expensive taste*
and habits, should have got into debt? But
after all there was nothing very frightlm
in his extravagance. The whole amount ol
his liabilities does not exceed a thousand
pounds. Young men of ail classes sow wild
oats ; and this was not a very inordinate
measure to be cast abroad by the son ft .t

duke. We fancy there are not many fathers
of the middle class who would all<»w their
sons to be sent to prison tor six months w
wipe off a debt of this kind. The < iod«»lpnin
Osborne* must be very indifferent to the hon¬
or of their family to allow such a blot to re>t

upon then* escutcheon. L >rd \\ illiaui
dolphin Osborne had certainly no right to

contract debts which lie had no means '>t

paying; but we must also assert that the
Duke of Leeds, a peer of the realm, and the
owner of a large estate, had no right to ca>t
his younger son upon the world without pro
viding him with something like adequate
means of support. Everything is saermc
for the first born, who is destined to tnhen
the title and estates. The younger son mu.«

shift for himself. Practically disinherit
by the law of primogeniture, he is, in too

ir.any instances, driven to associate w 1

money-lenders, betting men, and blackleg"-
