LOCAL ITEMS.
Tr l.\ !> TR1 P OF A Tr AIV OK 1M PROVED Cars.

On Thursday morning a train of ten improved
freight cars, manufactured at the shops of
the Orange and Alexandria Railroad Compa¬
ny made a trial trip as far a Springfield, and
returned. These cars have been built upon
an improved plan, designed by Mr. Thos.
Nichols, superiutendaut of the car shop, of
the Orange Company. In these cars the
usual method ofjoining the timbers by. mor¬
tise and tennon is abandoned, and a newly
invented plan of joining the timbers by
strong cast-iron braces substituted. It has
been f.>und by experience that the former
method, while it required more work, dimin¬
ished the size, and consequently lessened
the strength of the timber at the precise
point where it should be strongest. The
mortise likewise in many instances formed
a receptacle for water, and thus soon rotted,
and, under the strain to which cars are sub¬
jected, gave way. Under the plan of Mr.
Nichols, the iron bauds which unite the
frame work together require little or no cut¬

ting of the timber, are not liable to be in¬
jured by water, and, of course, never rot..

They strengthen the eais very much, and
give it :i solidity, in vain sought for bv other
methods. Other improvements have been
made to the cars and they have been
made larger than ordinary to accomodate
cotton and tobacco freights. Sixteen of the
improved cars have already been built and a

large number will follow.five of which are

already under the hands of the skilful arti-
y.ans of the car shop. There has, also, re¬

cently been rebuilt, a passenger ear, the
painting of which was executed in fine style
by Mr. C. 1>. Kudd, and the whole finish of
which reflects great credit upon all concerned.

MISCELLANEOUS READING.
The Earthquake i.v Kentucky..It bos

already been mentioned tlmt ut several pla¬
ces in Kentucky and Indiana the shock of
an earthquake was felt on the morning of
the 7th instant. At Evansville, Indiana.it
was accompanied by a sourd similar to that
made by a heavy laden train of cars run¬
ning slowly through a depot. Doom and
windows rattled and buildings jarred as if
agitated by the moving of heavy goods on
the same floor. In one hardware store on
Main street, the shock was so severe as to
throw over a large ciroular saw standing
against the wall at an angle of 25 degrees.
A letter says : "At Henderson the shock was
even more severe though not of so long dura¬
tion. The people left their houses and ran
into the streets, though no damage was done.
1 am under the impression that the shock
was heavier further South. The waves
seemed to come from the southwest. L p to
the time of the shock the heat was very op¬
pressive.not a breath of air stirring. Since
that time the wind has gradually increased,
and the thermometer is sinking fast. Now
(9 HO P. M.) the thermometer stands at G3.
At 9 o'clock this morning it stood at 91 in
the shade. The sky is not clear; neither
is it cloudy. There appears to be a sort of
mist that "makes the stars appear dim. The
breeze is still increasing. I understand the
aurora borealis was visible at 2 o'clock this
morning." ,

A statement was lately presented to the
Statistical Congress in England, by the del¬
egates from iirustralia, in reference to the
gold production of Australia proper, and of
Tasmania and New Zealand. The details
were somewhat voluminous, but the sum¬

ming up made the yield of gold, from 1851
to the close of 1809, £ 101,371,828, or over
tive hundred millions of dollars. The Amer¬
ican gold regions have yielded even more than
this, since the California discoveries of 1848;
aud in round numbers it may be stated that
in twelve years the addition to the world's
stock of gold exceeds one thousand million*
ofdollars. There is something so colossal
in such a statement, that the mind can with
difficulty take it in. The ideas of our child¬
hood, or the ante-Californian period of the
world's history, in reference to gold, were
so narrow that it takes time to expand one's
thoughts for the proper comprehension.
There are in the North, which consists

of the New England States, New York, New
Jersey and Pennsylvania, 9,665 miles of
railroads, cos.tng $481,874,434, or $50,-
000 per mile; in the West, consisting of
Ohio, Michigan, Illinois, Indiana, Wiscon¬
sin, Iowa and Minnesota, 9,191 miles, at a
cost of $305,109,701, or $40,000 per mile ;
in the South 9,053 miles, at a costof $221,-
857,503, or $24,100 per mile. The delin¬
quencies of the three localities in this line
are thus set forth. In the South the entire
repudiation of railroad companies, up to the
present period, amounts to the intereston
S2.025.0o0, the capital of three companies,in the North to the interest on §39, 000,000
the capital of nine companies. In the West
the interest on $08,120,000, the capital of
twenty-one companies.
A Newport correspondent of the Evening

Post says that "the French legation has
lately visited Boston to approve the pur¬
chase of a well-known horse-dealer of five
superb Vermont horses for the stables of
the French Emperor, who already possesses
twenty-four specimens of the same breed.
The new horses are fifteen hands high, hav¬
ing a fine action and a speed of not less
than 2.50. They are of the Emperor's fa¬
vorite color, a deep bay, as are.nearly all of
the Emperor's stock of four hundred, and
their taiis are of the natural length, with
one exception. The cost was between 52,000
and S3.000 a pair."
