of thirty-four free negroes who have not paid
their city taxes. The bidding was not spir-
ited, but all the negroes were sould at the rate
of ten cents per day for periods varying from
five to thirty-three days, and realized some
sixty dollars.  The sale was mude under the
following provision of the city laws:—"That
any Free negro failing to pay his or her Cor-
poration taxes, or levies, for any year or
yeurs, und not having visible property out
of which they can be made by distress, shall
by order of the Mayor, be hired out by the
Collector of the Corporation, of the District
in which such free negro may reside, for such
time as will suffice, at not less than ten cents
a day, to raise the said tnxes and levies,
with a commission to the officer of five per
cent,”

The negroes were not present at the sale,
and the new owners must “cateh” their pro-
perty before making use of it.

MISCELLANEOUS READING.
TERRIBLE PUNISHMENT IN A PRISON.

A Philadelphia reporter, having thorough-
ly overhauled the Muyamensing prison, gives
the following accountof the shower bath
mede of punishing criminals :

Iu a cell at the eastern end of the corridor
appropriated for females, stood something
like a wooden chimney, vertically against the
wall. Cluser inspection revealed a door in
its front, with staple and padlock. This be-
ing thrown open, an apartment just large en-
ough tocontain 8 human body, was revealed,
with one of the round perforated bath cix-
teros in the top. The door and sides are hol-
low and stuffed with woolen to prevent
screams from being heard, :

When any prisoner becomes ungovernsble,
he is escorted to this cell. The physician, the
nurse and the superintendent stand by, The
malefactor is forced into the apartment; the
dours closed upon him, and the ‘staples secur-
ed with u heavy padlock. Then in the dark-
ness und stifling sir, the unhappy criminal
feels the rush of the descending water. It
comes in a torréntupon his uncovered head,
and seems to be beating upon his bramn, In
vain does he seek to avoid the draught. He
cannot bend in the narrow aperture. Hecan-
notturn. HHis breath grows short. Every
nerve is unstrung. His heart beats agoniz-
ingly. He screams, but thewslls are deaf,
and there is no reply. He is suffocating— .
dying. And when sense is swimming and.
life flickering, the door is opened, the un-
happy man removed, and the dying pulses
taught to beat again. :

Sometimes the eriminals, when removed,
are black in the face, the blood flooding the
heud. A man in Sing Sing prison lately ex-
pired under this punishment. The Shower
bath ut Moyamensing has been used three
times in seven years. Its effects are to shock
the uervous system and weaken the entire
hody. One woman was lately put to the bath
test. She is known as Jenny Lind, and is
designated by vne of the Wardens as the most
abandoned woman in the world. She has
been in prison more than one bundred times!
chiefly for vagrancy, and is beyond all refor-
mation. She seems at times to be possessed
with ademon. On Wednesday she leaped
upun Mr, Sargent, the Warden of the Female
depariment, and tore his mouth in a most
savage maoner. The assault was entirely un-
provoked. She is said to be very deceptive.
She was placed in the shower bath for an ex-
nibition of heinous wickedness, and at the
end of ten minutes’ punishment asked if she
would behave. She said with an oath she
would not, and demanded to be punished
again,

The hath was again applied; but she was
still incorrigible. When brought forth
again she was almost lifeless, and but for the
application of prompt restoratives,*would
have been no longer a trouble to the authori-
ties.

ICE WATER FREE,

In St. Louis it is proposed to erect a public
fount in front of the Courthouse, for the dis-
pensation of pure, clear ice water to the thirs-
ty populace. It is also proposed to bavea
busin, which will contain 1,500 gallops of
water, with forty-four perpendicular supply
pipes, running through an ice vault eleven
feet in diameter, going to a depth of sixteen
feet below the pavement, completely secured
by brick walls, with u space filled in with
charcoal, to sct as a non-conductor. The
plan also embraces & pagods and pavilion,
covering the ice water pump, built entirely
of cast iron and eluborately decorated, the pa-
vilion to serve as a speaker’s stand on pablic
oceasions. The font, it is contemplated, will
be a hexigon in shape, with six faucets, of
easy acecess, 8o that half a dozen persons may
be neccommodated at the same time. The
supply of water will, it is believed, be abun-
dant for five thousand persons & day. The
whole affair it is estimated, will cost but $8,~
000,
