M nie. de
Mam tenon made a calculation at the begin¬
ning ol the seventeenth century ot the amount
necessary to enable a </rand seigneur to live
in Paris i n a style sunable with his rank
and fortune. She, with characteristic mi¬
nuteness, entered into all the details, and
reckoned that for $2,400 he could support,
i<*ed and clothe all his household, pay the
rent of his mansion, the wages ot his ser¬

vants, his box at the opera, and his munifi¬
cent presents and donations. At the pres¬
ent day that style of life would require s!>,-
000 per annum. We, all ol us, are obliged
to spend six times more than people used to do
in our situations. And even so late as !>-.>,
M'me. de Haur made the hero of one of her
novels make a decent figure in society on

*400 a vear, whereas now, the one who can

command onlv s4<M in the course of twelve
months, must live in a garret and board in
a ' »/f/ fV.and dress himself at our < Ktk Ilalls.

Kent* have increased iu Paris, auu the
enormous taxes laid at the octroi gates (to
enable the city to indulge in its topograph-
ic tl and architectural orgies) on everything
we require, have raised the prices of all the
necessaries and luxuries of life. Twenty
miles from Paris living is as cheap as it ever

was. But in Paris the mere cost of living
is something ruinous. Rents have incredi¬
bly increased, especially shop rents. 1 went
into a shop the other day whence the pro¬
prietor was moving, and 1 asked him the
rcaso'i of it. lie told me the landlord had so

increased his rent as to make it impossible
for him to live in the simp he had occupied
lor, 1 forget how many years, lie said the
rent he paid in ls47 was (>000f.: it was rais¬
ed after tliuci'itj) iit' t fdf to lo.OOOf., and the
landlord now asks and gets trotu the teuant
who succeeds me iiT.oOof. How the man

to pay it, I do not know.
There is a cafo in front of my sh^p. It

was opened six months ago. l'he rent is
"N»000, which, in proportion, i* a great deal
dearer than this shop. It was closed yes¬
terday ; the proprietor is a bankrupt ; ev¬

erybody, except the landlord, loses by him.
