The Dav-Lhmit Mete »r of Last No¬
vember..We have received from Prof. 11.
A. Newton, of \ ale College, an advance Copy
of his article communicated to the forthcoin-
iug number of the American Journal of
Science and Arts, on the great daylight me¬

teor of November loth. 1850.
This meteor, it will be recollected, was

seen to descend towards the earth while the
sun was .shining brightly, by very many
persons, from Newburvport, Mass., to Pe¬
tersburg, \ a.

Mr. Benjamin \ . Marsh, of Philadelphia,
has, it appears, devoted himself with praise- j
worthy assiduity, to the careful collection of
all tilt* observations made throughout the
country at the. time upon this interesting
body, and lias published the same in detail,
ior the benefit of science.
Of all the observations collected by Mr. j

Marsh, Prof. Newton finds those reported by
Caleb S. llallowell, of this city, and Judge
lioardinan, of New Haven, Ct., to be "the 1

best lor determining the path of the meteor

throughout our atmosphere," and he pro ;
ceeds in a carefully matured article of eight
pages, to discuss the various phenomena at- I
tendant upon its rapid passage though the |
air, and its?tremendous explosion" over the
Southern part of New Jersey.
The learned Professor gives the1 actual ve-

loeity of the meteor at thirty six miles a

second," and from this and other considera-
tions, arrives at the interesting conclusion,
that it was not a member even of our solar
system, but came to us from thesfrl/ur rrt/itms
lie adds: ''W e have been accustomed to con¬

sider the solar system as filled with small
planetoids, millions of which each day, I
come into ihc atmosphere, and arc burnt up,
causing the shooting stars. Now, we lind
that we must in all probability, add one,

and no doubt innumerable other similar bo¬
dies, to the siellar spaces. It opens a new

view of creation."
