Gex Cass anxp Laoy Hesrer SraNsore.
—T'he following extruct from a bicgraj hical
sketeh of General Cass, published in 1850,
mauy uot be unintercsting, at the present mo-
ment, when lamentable events in Syria are
vecupying the attention of Christendom :
“[le ((ien. Cass) had taken the precaution,
befure leaving Sidon to transmit, by 8 mes-
senger, his card anu letter, stuting his desire
to have an interview with her la lyship (La-
dy MHester Stauhope.) He had understood
shen in Damascus, from the French Consul
who had been fo= some years her physician,
that she was nee always accessible, and was
advised to give her previous notice of the
visit.  When he reached her house, Geueral
Cass found that she had not risen, for among
her peculiar habits was one, it seems, which
converted day into night. Sne had, how-
ever, it uppeared, given orders for his hos-
pituble reception, und an invitation to dine
at three o'clock in the afternoon, when she
would receive him, As he wished to visit
the Emir Besheir, the Prince of the Druses,
who was about seven hours' ride heyond, in
the midst of the Ridges of Lebanon, General
Cuss excused himself to her ladyship for not
waiting, promisiug to make his visit to the
Emir that evening, and to returu, 50 s to
present himself there again by noon of the
next day. To this arrangement she assent-
ed, aod he continued on s jouraey without
then seeing her. 'The sume uninviting coun-
try wet his view until he crossed some steep,
rocky ridges, and struck u pretty stream,
which dischurged itself into the Meditera-
nean, between Sidon and Beyrout, [t was
the one in which the Emperor Barbarossa
was drowned while engaged in a crusade.
[e travelled up this stream to ity souree,
and after dark reached the residence of the
Emir, one of the most romantie sp.ts he had
seen.  ‘The Druses —a singular people -ue-
cupy these mountains. They have preserv-
ed a species o' independence, and were gov-
e ned by their own princes. Ile way re-
ceived und treated with tine Arab hospitali-
ty. 'The puluce was by far the most magnif-
icent building in Syria, and more than four
times the sizeof the President’s House.—
Gen. Cass understood that the Emir kepta
thousand servants ; and during this day’s
j urneying he saw, for the first time, those
hornsalluded to inthe Scripture, which are
worn by the women, They were, at least,
tifteen inches long, and rise over the fore-
head, covered by a veil, and most uncouth-
looking objects they were. lie was Luckto
Lady Stanhope’s by the hcur indicated the
next day, and was introduced into her pri-
vate apartment.
