The people of Japan, at least ol this ot
of the Lstands, strike one as quite different
trom the Chinese.  They are more lively and
wetive, and less under coustrnint trow rules
o politeness and long estublished  usages,
One linde incident is chuaracteristie. The
Loat in which [ landed was propelled by five
men, sceulling.  Direetly on stepping on
board, they pushed the boat on at her ut-
most speed, cheering euch other on and ex-
eeting all their strength,  Un looking to as-
certwin the eanse, 1 osaw a small boat before
us, sculled by two lads, which they were cn-
deavoring toovertake.

The Cli-
nese is the learned language of Japan, Chi-
nose  classies are the text-liooks in their
wt‘}:llll}:\ and i great number ol Chinese words
have Lecome incorporated in their langunpe,

a language radically as distinet from the
Uhiinese as the Saxon from the Latn, Yo
the civilization of China is too vigid, and Lut
poorly answers the quick and impulsive ge-
uins of the Japanese. It fits badly, il
Lenee is but imperteetly wequired.

The Japanvese wre quite dillerent from
the Chinese. in being very ready wind cazer
to learn of foreign nations.  Those conver-
sant with persons speaking the Enzxlish ha-
gunge soont acquire u small voenbulory aud
the government i desirous tu raise up in-
terpreters to trausact its own business.  This
willingness to learn of others is a hoepeful
trait of character in refercnce to the spread
of the Gospel in Japau, There is woreason
to think that the people will be more ready
than the Chinese have bren to examiue its
claims, and so toreceive it and become chris-
tiaus. Their present civilization is oot in-
digenous, and is received from a people who
neither at present nor heretofore bave bl
any politicul powerover them. The re
onat present wost prevalent among the
Budhism, is also exotic, haviug been recelv-
ed at secoud hand from the Clutese. These
facts may lead us to hope that the Gospel
will have rapid triumph in Japan @ yvet we
know that the thmes are in God’s hands, who
is uble also to humble the pride of the Chi-
nese, and inclive them speedily o wear the
yoke of Christ,”
