The regular meeting of the Bell und Ever- |

ett Club of Washington, on Thursday night,

Ile gave an
encouraging account of the progress of the
cause in Missouri, aud other States through
which he passed, and imparted new life and
spirit to the members, His illustrations
were at once foreible and amusing, and were
received with great applause.  Mr, Harris is
well suited fur a cumpaign such us the one
now in progress, and his services gshould be
kept in requisition from this time to the duy
