The Loss ol' the Steamer Lady Elfciu.
We gave yesterday, intelligence of'the loss

of tin3 Lady Klgiu on Saturday morning last,
in Lake Michigan. The loss ol' life was

fearful embracing some two hundred souls
including Col. Lumsden nl" the New Orleans

Picayune, Mr. Ingraham, M. P. and proprie-
tor of the London Illustrated Vow*: .-
The clerk of the steamer 1. tdy lllgin makes

the following statement: "The Lidy Klgin
loft Chicago at half-past 11 o'clock on I'ri-
day night for hake Superior. Among the
passengers were the "Tnion Onard,'' «>t Mil-
waukie, comprising part ol some L'ol» exeui-

sionists from that city. At half-past two
o'clock this morning the m hooner Augusta,
of Oswego, camc in collision with the Lady
Klgin, when ahout len miles Lrorn shorn.--
The ves>el struck the stwimer midships, l»v
the gangway, on the larboard side.

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.
; The Massacres in Syria.

Bkvkoi/t, August 8..Ou Saturday after-
noon, about <j u'cluok, the first caravan of
Christians who hail escaped from the massa¬
cres in Damascus, arrived in Bey rout: and
a more heart-rending r.one which made
men weep like women, filling them at tiie
situie time with an almost irresistible craving
for revenue.was probably never beheld..
They had left Damascus on Thursday, at
noon.a column composed chiefly of" women
and children, and variously estimated at
from 2,u00 to 3,400 souls; f«<r the Turkish
authorities had provided cattle for the con¬

veyance of 1,500 persons, but many travelled
on fiint, or on beasts of burden uf their own or

friends. Parched with thirst, not half fed.
unwashed, with clothes unchanged for nearly
a month, choked with dust, and covered with
flies, they tfed hither, ti ih1»t heavens flowing
like brass, from the city, which, if it be the
most ancient, will henceforth bo the most in-
famous in the world. They were widows
and orphans, whose husbands, fathers, and
brethren had all been slain before their eyes,
with every indignity and cruelty the most
barbarous fanaticism could devise, ami whose
most comely maidens had been sold to gratify
the brutal lusts of filthy Arabs. Nearly all
were afflicted with opthalmia: five women
had died on the journey, and one was taken
in labor. Babes might fie seen striving to
suck food from breasts that were dried up.
Young children were so dirty, so disfigured
by sores, on which flies settled continually,
as to be loathsome to look upon, old men
and women tottered under doorways and
sank down exhausted, heedless oi the crowd
that pressed upon them, looking like so many
bundles of dirty rag-, and incapable of
reaching out their hands t-i take the water
lor which they famished, or of crawling fo
the shelter provided lor them by the authori¬
ties at Beyrout in three khans.
The streets leading from the Damascus

road were thronged with mules, shambling
horses, and asses, all huddled together, and
rendering the condition of tiie fugitives all
the mure painful. The muleteers rained
down blows right and left upon the cattle;
and from the statements made of their bru¬
tality on the journey, it required no great
effort to believe that they would have beaten
the "'infidel dogs' committed to their keep*
ing t.veu more lustily, while it was difficult
to say iiov. far the curses and execrations
which filled the air was confined to the uni-
nials.how lar they were intended to apply
to those of whom Moslem vengeance had
been defrauded. In the mils between the
cursings, arose the pi I con." cries of babes,
and here and there the waitings of women
.Christian Rachel- weeping for their ehil-
dren, and "refusing to be comforted, because
they are not."' lint, generally speaking, the
grief was i"-.* deep seated, too hopeless for
lamentation, fiion* who htsd wept the loss
of their nearest and dearest relative*, had no

tears left for their own sufferings, and al¬
though they had flco from the city ? I death
thev exhibited an apathy and indifierenee
which appeared t.» indicate t'r.it nil which
reudercd life valuable had been snaiched
from them, leaving them to pursue their
melancholy and dreary pilgrimage ever ac-

compatiied by the memory of the horrible
scenes they hud witnessed. The living may
be pardoned in this ease for envying the
peace and oblivion of the tomb, bloody as

may have been the path to it.

Mr. May, of the same place,
and Messrs. Steer tt Schooley, of Water-
ford, in this county, was really magnificent,
and was set oft' by some smaller lots fur¬
nished by W. 1'. Smith, of Leesburg, and
Tavenncr Xessmith, of this county. To
out: whose only experience in farming was

the Franklin and MeConnick Ploughs with
the shovel and double shovel, and a strong
negro man with a scythe and cradle as a

harvester, the sight of these things was be¬
wildering. It looked like farming made
easy, lint in this department, the Peeler
Plough was certainly the greatest curiosity.
