the London papers. The Pope of Home
S'line years since established an organ, the
fivilita Cattolica, in the shadow the Vatican.
President Buchanan is announced as a con¬

tributor to a public journal. Edward Eve-
rett and (.ieorge Bancroft are regular wri¬
ters for the newspaper press. A Spanish
Prince, a Bourbon, too. and claimant of the
throne of Spain has become a correspondent
of the London Times. On every side those
elevated in ability, or renowned in rank re¬

cognise a power growing with the popular
intelligence, of which is at once the instruc-
tor and organ, which has become not "one
Estate." but the representative of all the
"Estates." The recognition of the power
of the pen and of public opinion is, however,
noteworthy. When princes and potentates re¬

sort to one, to influence the other, the pecu¬
liar prestige of place is gone, and things
show signs of standing or falling by their
own merits.

The Petersburg Express gives additional
particulars of the collision ou the Wilming¬
ton and Weldon Railroad, near Goldsboro,
N. C., on Friday. Six persons were killed.
The passenger cars were smashed to pieces,
and a Mr. Coiner, baggage master, who stood
on the platform of one of the coaches, was

instantly crushed to death. Conductor Las-
pyere, who was also on the platform of one

of the coaches, was so wedged in by the bro¬
ken timbers that it required one hour and
forty minutes to relieve him from his pain¬
ful and perilous position. One of his legs
was so badly broken that the bones protrud¬
ed. But one passenger sustained any seri¬
ous injury, and he is the Sheriff* of Wayne
county, North Carolina, who lost a thumb
by the crush of timbers. The wonder is that
all were not killed. The cars are said to be
a perfect wreck, and so great was the force
oi the collision that the tender of the freight
train was mashed to pieces, and a largo flat,
heavily loaded with iron rail, immediately
adjoining, reared up on top of the locomo¬
tive.
The Postoftice Department, in pursuance

of an act of Congress, passed at its last ses¬

sion, has ordered mail service of great value
on the Pacific side. This important impro¬
vement consists ina daily coach line from
Sacramento citv, California, to Portland in
Oregon Territory, a distance of about 750
