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A SERIES OF SEVERE WINTERS PRE¬
DICTED.

The last number of the Xorth British Re¬
view has on articlc on the "Recent Theories
in Meteorology,¦" in which are noticed some

of the speculations of theories connected with

meteorology which have lately attracted at¬

tention, but especially the periodicity of se¬

vere winters. The theory that the solar spots
have a decennial period, seems to be estab¬
lished }>v ajnumber ofindependent continuous
observations. And although M. Ilofrath
Schwabe, whose table of observations, from

{ to ISoO, the writer in the Review quotes,
"traced no sensible connection between cliin-
matic condition and the number of spots,"
General Sabine has made the remarkable
discovery that there is a decennial period ex¬

actly corresponding with the solar period in
the greater frequency, duration, and occa¬

sional magnitude of the magnetic disturban¬
ces. when the sun's disc is most obscured by
dark spots.

In continuing the study of these phenome¬
na, M. Wolf has collected from nearly 400
volumes, an observation on solar spots from
the timeofFabricius, Galileo, and Scheiner, to

Schwabe: and he has found, by means of the
10 different epochs established by the mini¬
mum and the maximum of the solar spots,
that the mean duration of these spots is.

11.111-:-0.038
so that nine periods are exactly equivalent to

a ccntury. Mr. Wolf has also found that in
each centurv the years 0.00 11.11, 2"2.'2'2,
33.33, 44.44, 55.50. 00.07, 77.78. S8.81), j
correspond to the minimum ofsun/pots. It

appears by Schwabe's table, that in 1833,
the number of sun spots was 33, with 139
days free from spots, and 1844, it was .")-
with i 11 days tree, while the maximum years
were 1S*28. '2*25 groups of spots, and no day 1

free from them; 1837, 333 groups and no

day free, and in 1848, 330 groups and no day
I ree.
Mr. Wolf has studied the connection be¬

tween the weather aud the spots on the sun.

and declares the result to be in accordance j
with the opinion of Sir William Ilerscliell: '

"That the years in which the spots are more

numerous, are also drier and more fertile I
than others: the year with few spots being
more moist and stormy." Mr. Wolf has ad-j
ded another interesting fact, that, "the auro-

ra borealis and earthquakes predominate
strikingly when the solar points are most nu¬

merous." The reviewer concludes from
this that if this law shall be established by
more extensive observation, the character of
tiio seasons may be predicted with at ieast
sorre degree of certainty.
The recent and important attempt, howev¬

er. to establish a meteorological law on the au¬

thority of historical facts and direct observa¬
tions. by M. Renou, in the memoir "On the
Periodicity of Severe Winters," has been
made the principal subject of the article in
the review. M. llenou is secretary to the
Meteorological Society of Frauee; aud he has
certainly rendered it very probable that rig¬
orous W inters occur in groups, at certain dis¬
tances from each other, M. Renou defines a

rigorous winter as one which ought to give
rise at Paris to minima of temperature from
ri Fuhr. tn zero, and of mean temperature
kept up during the month at several degrees
below 3'2 , or the freezing point. The simul¬
taneous freezing of the Seine and the Po, of
the Rhone, the lakes of Venice, or the ports
of the Mediterranean, which must be the re¬

sult of a continued cold of more than 4°, are

the necessary characteristics of a rigorous
winter.

< >n examining meteorological registers, pub¬
lished at different epochs, M. Renou found
that severe winters were very unequally dis¬
tributed: but that, in place of occurring in
an*arbitrary manner, they formed natural
groups of four t<i six, surrounding a winter
more rigorous than the rest, to which he
gives the name of a central winter. I»y
uniting these groups, he discovered the law
of their distribution, namely, that they
were reproduced after an interval of little
more than -11 years. Occasionally, howev¬
er. the period is effaced, or rather masked,
the cold distributing itself over a great num¬
ber of short, less rigorous, and more separa¬
ted winters; but, on an average, the great
winters occupy a space of 20 or 21 years,
leaving another equal interval without re¬

markable winters.
We cannot, in this abstract, follow the

calculations of M. Renou with any particu¬
larity, his results being the object we have
in view. The year 18o0 was, in his obser-
\ at ion, a central winter. The period which
ought to follow is that of 1871. In lS.~>9-*00
we reached the first winter of this group;
"ami the cold," says M. Renou, "of the I'.'rh
and 20th December falls too completely un¬

der my prediction to make me delay the pub¬
lication of this note. 1 shall r.ot be surpris¬
ed if, at the next return of cold, the thermo¬
meter at the observatory descends lower than
in Heeember. We shall have, after this win¬
ter. one or probably two rigorous winters,
increasing in severity to a central winter,
which will be toward IsTl. then a decreas¬
ing series, even to 1881.

Rigorous winters, according to M. Renou,
may extend themselves indefinitely towards
the pole, but they do not affect the equatori¬
al regions, excepting, perhaps, in modifying
in a small degree the temperature ot some

month-:, and in producing more copious rains
.and stronger winds. Their influence seems
to stop at the oOth degree oi latitude.a re¬

markable limit, which is nearly the limit of
winters properly so called and which divides
each hemisphere into two equivalent parts.
"It is probable,*' says M. Renou, "that, in
tit*' half that lias winters, each country will
be visited in its turn with a rigourous win¬
ter; and as in this case the earth ought to be
thus visited in 41 years, the winter ought to
extend itself each time over tie4 82d part of
the globe, or a surface equal to twelve times
that of France. This, indeed, is nearly the
extent w hich great winters seem to embrace,
l'hoy appear to occupy a space a little elon¬
gated, from the northeast to the southwest;
and I am led to believe that they propagate
themselves from the east to the west, so as

t run through the northern hemisphere in
2" or 21 years, and then through the south¬
ern hemisphere in the same time, and while
we have only ordinary winters. The essen¬

tially maritime character, however, of the
southern hemisphere ought to lender its se¬

vere winters less distinctly marked than
they are with us.".J'ms/ou Courier.
