Rev. John Bost, a Protestant minister of
France. This prize originated with a cer-
M. Montyon, who left 8 sum of money, the
interest of which is every year distributed by
the French Academy to such persons as
are known to have performed distinguished
acts of self sacrifice and benevolence. All
F:ra-nce 13 summoned to this competition.—
This year one hundred and twelve memoirs
of such acts of virtue were sent up from fifty-
cight different departments of the Empire.—
Twenty-one of these obtained prizes. The
first prize (3,000 franes) was awarded to
Jean-Marc Boat, of La Fores, in Dordogne.
And who is John Bust, and what has he
done to receive such signal honors? Here is
the simple story:

“Jobn Bost is descended from a Huguenot
fam ily  He came to Pariy in his youth, with
no higher aim than to cultivate himself in
art. Aninfant, abandoned by its mother,
fell under his notice, called out his charity,
and in effect changed his course of life. He
determined tv study for the ministry. Be-
coming pastor at La Force, he soon added ex-
travrdinary acts of charity to the regular do-
ties of the ministry. Ilis means were small
but his faith was great. Orphan girls wera
the lirst objects of his benevolence. Atlength
he founded an institution, called the ‘Gospel
Family,’ for these poor girls,eighty-seven of
whom are now annually cared for, taught,
and saved by the Protestant pastor. Two
hundred have already gone out of the ‘Gos-
pel Family’ into active life. Adjoining the
orphan-house is a school for the poor children
of the neighborhood.”

It is for such Penevolent labors that the
founder of the “Gospel Family” has just re-
ceived the highest honor from the first litera-
ry tribunal of France.

Tue Deevscore.—A small instrament has
lately made its appearance, which is said
will be of greatutility to designers and others
engaged in the ornamental and decorative
arts.  Itis of French origin, and, as deserib-
ed, consists of two silverized plates of great
reflective power, put together ina framework
of card-board or wood, at an angle of 70 de-
grees.  Un being placed over a small picture,
or design, of any kind, no matter how rough,
orwhether good or bad, the Debuscope, says
a cotemporary, “will reflect the portion im-
mediately under the eye, cn all sides, form-
ing the most beautiful and elaborate designs,
and, by being slowly moved over the picture,
will multiply new designs to any extent,.—
No matter what the subject is on which the
instrument is placed, the result is marvel-
lous ; there is produced from the most un-
likely ohjects, such as scraps of paper hang-
ings, blots of ink, leaves, lowers, bits of lace,
&¢,, an endless series of new and really
beautiful designs. Although of the same
species, it possesses an advantage over our
old friend, the kaleidoscope. It gives the
design, and that in such & manner that it
can be made stationary at pleasure, until
copied as new patterns for draughtsmer,
calico printers, dyers, paper-hangers, paint-
ers, or others.  Setting aside the utility alto-
gether, it can be made the means of gratifi-
cution in the drawing-room, and will doubt-
less assume its proper place, along with the
microscope and stereoscope, a8 a source of
amusement atonce innceent and instructive.”
Could not the patterns in some such instru-
ment, and even in the kaleidoscope itself,
suitably forwmed, be readily copied, and fixed
as photographs, by aid of the camera ?
