Friday last, their new anil beautiiul Park,
called, from its uumerous oaks, Druid Hill,
coveriug five hundred and fifty acres, and is
richly wooded with tine old trees, white oaks,
chestnut oaks, hickories, maples, tulips and
many other kinds. Besides the beautiful
landscape views within its own limits, it
Commands a tine view ot' both city an;l couu-

try. The origin of the fund with which the
purchase of this tine piece of ground was

made, was peculiar. It may he said tolcxe
been in contributions limited to one cent
each. Every passenger who rides upon the
city railways in Baltimore, p:ivs one ceutof
the five which, as with us, is the legal tare,
toward the purchase of this Park, l'hrough
the judicious persistency of Mr. '1 honias
Swaon, the present Mayor of Baltimore, it
was made a condition o( the franchise of the
