The Winans Steamer..The poet editor

of the New York Evening Post has recently
been touring it through Maryland. While at
Baltimore he was taken to see the Winans
steamer, which he thus describes:

"Its shape has been compared to that of a

segar; keel, sides and deck are round alike,
and at each end it tapers to a sharp point.
The length is 180 feet, with a breadth of 16.
It is formed of two hollow iron spindles, firm¬
ly connected with each other at the broad
end by strong iron plates, and between these
spindles plays a wheel with screw paddle/i,
with which the steamer is urged forward.
The blows of the sea from before or behind
can take no effect upon it; all that the waves
can do is to slide softly over it, and when
they strike it ou the sides they meet with
much loss resistance than in vessels of the
ordinary shape. It can never ship a sea. A
trial trip has lately been made with this
steamer. 'It ran around one of the fastest
steamers in our harbor,' said & gentleman
to me; 'playing about it like a shark about a

sailing packet.' I do not know what may
be the expectations of the Messieurs Winans
in regard to its speed, but the talk at Balti¬
more is of making the passage to Europe iu
four or live days, bearing with it the mails
and specie and a few passengers. As I look¬
ed on this enormous iron shuttle, the veloci¬
ty of which can be scarcely more affected by
storms and head winds than that of a fish,
and thought of it darting through the sea
with the speed which is claimed for it, it oc¬
curred to me that if a sailing vessel should
come in its way it must be pierced through
and through, like a pine shingle by a bul¬
let."
