Proceedings of the South Carolina Legislature.

Cotruprs, 8. C., Nov. 10.—The Speaker
of the House announced that & comwunica-
tion had been received [rom Senator Chesnut
resigning his office ns Sebutor,  Mr. Whaley
offered a resolution that the resignation be
accepted, and that what uoder other ¢ircum-
stunces would have been regarded with re-
gret, is pow, recognized as an act of loyal
deyution to Curolina.

Mr, De Saussure made a repost from the
committee of Ways and Means, recoramend-
ing a bill for the postponement of vperations
of the act requiring the banks to bave one
third of gnld and silver in thair vaalts to two
thirds of their issue, which was unanimous-
ly adopted. 'The necessity of prompt action
for the reliet of the banks was strongly urg-
ed.  The expresses were daily bringing bills
fromn the surrounding States and other de-
manids for specie daily made.

A bill was introduced to provide police
rules in relation to persons coming from
States hotile to the Svuth.

Mr. Aldrich made & report [rom the Com-
mittee on Federal Relations, amending the
Senate bill calling a eonvention of the peo-
ple, and inserting that the clection be held on
the tith December, instead of the Gth of Jap-
uary; and that the Convention meet on the
17th Dec. instead of the 10th of January.

Mr. Black of York opposed the amend-
meut.  Ne wanted more time to canvuss.—
He wanted the Senate bill ag it stood.

Mr. Thompson, of Union, said the agricul-
tuiists of the upper country wanted more
time,

Mr. Winsmith interrupted Mr. T. with
resolutivns in relation to declaring the opin-
ion of South Caroling, and inviting co-oper-
ation; which were tahled.

Resolutione were introduced {rom
Charleston meceting.

I'ne ITouse then went iato Committee of
the Whole, und a discussion ensued on the
report, when the question was—*"shall the
bill for eallivg a convention pass, and he
sent to the Senate?”

Another discussion tock place.

My, Aldrich, Chairman of the Committee
on Federal Relations said, all had favored
the Senate’s bill, hut developments had heen
made within the last twenty-four hours
which made decided action necessary.  Tele-
araphic messages were constantly arriving,
calling upon them w act.  Boyleston, Cun-
pinghae, Thowpson, und Black spoke. The
vote was then taken by ayes and noes, when
the bill passed unanimously—(117) the whole
number present voting “aye.”

-The Senate met at 7 ¢’clock, p. m., to con-
sider the umendments of the House. Forty-
one Senators were present, all voting “aye.”

Itis expected that Georgia, Florida, Ala-
bama, Texns and Mississippi will go with
South Curolina.

The news of Senator Toombs’ resignation
was hailed with great enthusiasm. Inthe
House, Mr, Simonton offered a resolution that
the Guvernor raise ten thousand Volunteers,
which will Le considered vn Monday.

This evening a great ecrowd of at least 2000
people ascembled befure the Congaree House.
The Mipute men torned out and marched
down Main street with a grand display of
fireworks. Judge, Magrath, Messrs. Conner,
Caleock, and Cunninghum addressed the
erowd, Mr. Magrath said he boped South
Carolina would be in the vau of hersister
States. lle was not there to prove to them
the right to secede. The people say she
has; the legislature says Heaven will say she
has the right; and 1f' the Government at
Washinetow should say she has not the right,
then prove it by taking the right way,

Mr. Coleock said—Although the present
crowd was a large one, he wished to see one
person more present, and he was—Abe Lin-
coln, 1le would take him by the hand, bring
him to the platform, and tell him to look ap-
cn that erowd, and ask bim if he ever exject-
ed to wave the seoptre of President over the
heads of that peuple.  “Honest Abe” would
answer, with downeast eyes, “never!”

That if the existing laws
are insufiicient to protect the rights of citi-
zens, the proper course is to apply to the
legislature to zmend cr modify thew as the
mterest of soeieiy require. )

While mainuining our
own rights, let us respect theirs, was the
sentiment. Conservative and Union-loving
resolutions were then adopted and the meet-
ing adjourned.
