The report from Wayne county, of a large

We can only
say that the report from Cabell, the adjoin¬
ing county, was received by letter direct, and
it the Bell gain there has been misropreseted
then it is possible the report from Wayne is
unreliable, as the same influences operated in
both counties.

Young Men's Christian Association.-.
The annual meeting of the Young Men s

Christian Association, at the Lyceum llall,
iast evening, was .well attended, the audi-
cnce uearly tilling the spacious saloon.
James M. Stevens, esip,. j'rersident of the

Association, presided.. t
!

Jlev. James T. Ward, of the Methodist
Proiustunt Church, opened the exerciser
with a fervent invocation of the Throne of
G raeo.
An association of anicteur vocalists, se¬

lected from the various choirs ot the city,
under the lead of Prof. Daily, next execu¬

ted a handsome piece of sacred music.
Jlev. Mr. Bitting, of the Washington street

Baptist Church, announced tu speak on the
occasion, uxcused himself in a few remarks,
after which the Musical Association sung
in handsome style.
"Oh herd, we are thy people."
ltev J. T. Leftwitch of the 2nd Presbyte¬

rian Church in an address ol exceeding beau-
tv, urged that christian union was an object
that should be dearest to the Christian heart.
Differences of creed were perhaps, the result
of feeling and temperament and mi^ht not
be undesiniblr, for out of such friendly oppo¬
sition had sprung some of the most brilliant
gems of our literature. But a Union of the
hearts of Christians was to be ardently desir¬
ed. In this Union, the Young Men's Chris¬
tian Association was the first great step. It
was not merely a success, it was a triumph.

lie declared that the great revival of 1857
was due principally to these associations..
lie drew a glowing picture of the opening of
that revival in New York, and its spread
over the world. It was as though by a great
epoch in the history of salvation, to stamp
as with the seal of Heaven, this Union of
Christian men lor Christian Union.
The Association then sung:.

"Tru st in I ho Lord."
Mr. -J. M. Stevens then read his annual

report of the operations of the Association
as follows:

"It. becomes my duty, us the representative of
tho Young Men's Christian Association, ti» report
to you of what wo have dono siueu twelve mouths
ago you responded so liberally to the cull then
made upon you for aid ; and I hope that I will he
enabled to satisfy you that you then made a/rood
investment, and to induce you not only to continue
it, but to double tho amount, to-night.
Darius the Winter months, wo have a Night

School, conducted by a superintendent, male and
female teachers, and which is composed ot boys
who have no other means of education. And
where, my friend:-, can you find a more fertile
field for useful' ess than this, where GO or 70 hoys

degraded, ignorant boys.thrown upon the cold
charity of the world, with no one to care for their
souls, aro brought together three times a week,
and seem to thirst tor knowledge, and give an op¬
portunity of speaking a word in season, which
may lend them from darkness to light, and kindle
an ambition in th*ir souls, which will nerve their
energies aud lead them to usciuluess and honora¬
ble positions in society?
Some of the greatest and best men that have

ever lived, rose fr"Ui the lowest walks of life ;
ami who knows hut that there may be in the
hearts and minds of some of these boys, a germ,
which, :f cultivated, will grow lo honor God, bless
society, aud shine as bright stars in the history of
our country? The Bible assures us if we cast
bread upon the wafers, we shall find it in many
days.
Wo have two Sabbath Schools that meet at 2

o'clock iu the afternoon.tLo one at the Associa¬
tion Rooms, and the other at the Bethel. Here,
on Clod's holy day, are gathered together 1 ittle
neglected ones, who play upon the streets, and
arc "rowing up in wickedness; and though they
mav bo claii in rags, and the lowest of tlio low,
they have characters to form and souis to save,
and if left to themselves will curse the world
and perish forever. But, who does not love the
Sabbath School? Tt is there we see the Spring
time of life when the most beautiful and fragrant
Sowers bloom, aud exhale their sweetness before
they are withered by a Summer's sun, or nipped
by an Autumn's frost. It is there we lind j-oung
minds and hearts open for tho reception of truth,
and how important to store them with this sub¬
stantial food before they become surfeited with
error, when truth cannot enter. One of our great¬
est statesmen said.''If we work upon marble,
it will perish; i' we work upon brass, time will
efface it; if \v.c rear temples, they will crumble
into du?t; but it we work upon immortal minds,
if we emhuc them with right principles, with the
just fear of Ood and our fellows, we engrave on

those tablets sumelbiug that will brighten all
eternity."
Wo also have a Bethel, ft place for the homeless

wanderers, wholottuge about our wharves on the
Sabbath, and often de-ecrato that holy day, btc tuse

thev* are ignorant and surrounded by temptation.
Here a comfortable place is prepared for them,
and a committee to invite them to c-tne, and to
provide a minister to preach to theiu every Sun-
iiav afternoon, aud tho wo-d thus spoken way be ac¬

companied by the Holy S[ ir and enter their ben ts
and bring forth fruit, not only to the salvation of
their own souls, hot make tuem missionaries, to
enrrv the truth toilistant climes.for they are here
to-day and to-morrow coursing their way across
the briny deep to soma far off I \nd, and the little
flame kindled in their own hearts may blaze forth,
and be the moan? of leading those who sit in dark¬
ness to Jesus Christ tho great light that .illumi¬
nates the whole christian world.
We have also an industrial school, which is ex¬

clusively under the control of the ladies, but origi¬
nated with our association. It is composed of
about poor and destitute little girls, that
come from the alloys and by-ways of our eit", and
are collected together twice a week and are taught
needle work and the hoiy scripture Material is
furnished and the garments they make are given
to them, to incite them to itidustry and supply
their necessities.
The ladies have taken a deep i-iteresr, in this

work as they do in all cases where good is to be
done. To them wo owe in a great measure the
success of the nigbt and Sabbath Schools. They
are the most faithful and punctual teachers, and
exert, a mut-h greater influence over rough and un¬

cultivated minds than men.

Who can but admire and praise tlie refined and
accomplished lady, who sacrifices tho clegancc anil
comforts of homo and the society of congenial
friends, and wen::a her way with a heart full of
sympathy to the school room, there to toil for
hours with ignorant and degraded children, striv¬
ing to lead them from ignorance to knowledge and
from vice to virtue.
Wc have many such who though surrounded

bj- the luxuries of life ami have no superiors as to
cultivation of mind and heart. Yet they consider
it no condcseention, but a privilege to work for
Hun, who for their sake? became poor, and who
hath in reservation for them a crown sparkling
with gems that will out-shine all the splendors of
this worid, and which they shall wear forever and
ever, in Heaven.
We have during the year kept up the daily

Union pruyor meetings, and also ajprayer meeting
every Sabbath afternoon in the Friendship En¬
gine House. These have been ana are now, in
my opinion, the strongest bond of our christian
Union. They have done more to breakdown the
asperities of sectarianism than any other instru¬
mentality that has been used. Wc were united
in name before they were institufe.1.but now wc

notonly have a-union of hands 'nut a union of
hearts.

All of these fields of usefulness, have l>een or¬

iginated and sustained by tho Young Men's Chris
tian Association and would have remained barren
wastes or brought forth noxious weeds h.id not it
gathered toget t-r labouring, and planned the
work, and pushed it forward to the grand results
already achieved, asu I believe as John the Bap¬
tist, was s.nt b.-fore to prepare the way for the
coming of our Saviour, so the Young Men's Chris¬
tian Association is the instrument in the hand* o;

Providence to prepare the way tor his second co¬

ming, when the miilenium will burst upon the
wovld with all its glories, '.'ivhen the lion and
the lamb shall lie down together, an«l a lutlo child
shall lead them" aud

..Wher. Jeaus shall reign,
Where ere the sun

Doss his successive journey run."

When left exclusively to Church organization,
