COMMERCIAL.
Monetary.

Tho United States Treasury loan of ten rail-
lions, which was bid for, was to be paid up ou tho
22d instant; but owing to the (Stringency of the
money market, and the immense drain such u pay¬
ment would make on specie in these perilous times,
it was fouud impossible to pay up mure thaa about
four or livo millions, leaving some six or seven

millions still duo. lu view of this fact and the gen-
oral disturbed state of affairs, Mr. Cobb, the Secre¬
tary of the Treasury, has decided to extend the
timo thirty days to all such bidders as shall have
paid up one half their offers up to the 22d instant,
ilo sent a telegraphic dispatch from Washington
to Now York to this effect on Saturday. Some of
the bids were made at 100 and 101, bearing five

per cent, interest. Since then sales of United
States fives have beon made at 1*7.

There is a probability that specie will bo impor¬
ted into this country ere long from Europe. The

following, from the London Times of the 7ih inst.,
shows that they were, on that side of tho water,
lookisg to the probabilities of such a thing long
beforo exchange was anything like as low as it
now is. The Times says:.Tho course of exchange
on New York at London for bills at GO days'sight
is 10SS per cent, which, when compared with the
Mint par between the two countries, shows that
the exchange is against England; but, alter mak¬
ing allowances lor charges ol transport and differ¬
ence of interest, tbe present rate leaves no profit
on tho transmission of goid between t'uo two coun¬

tries. If this was just the cr.sc when bills on

London were 1083, it is evident that now, when
bankers bills on London are down as low as 10.'} to

105, there is quite a decidcd and handsome profit
in sending gold to this country for the purohuso
of such bills.
The New York Bank statement indicates the

sharpness of the contraction in the large decline
of §2,365,000 in loans, as prompted by the run- j
niug dwwu of specie $1,001,000. The large fall¬

ing off of $2,835,000 in deposits also denotes what j
have been the necessities of the public. Tho j
banks had yet done nothing yesterday to relieve
tho exchange market, and New Government 5\s
were offered as low as ^7, without buyers.
A Charleston merchant writing to his correspon¬

dent in New York city, under date of Nov. 14.

says:."There has been a strung effort here to

force tho banks to suspend, but I now believe we

shall have no bank suspension. Money is getting
easier, and the specie is comiug in freely. Cotton
is briuging good prices and our collections uro

good.
Tho Illinois bank commissioners have been in

session for several days, and have ;ssued a call
upon twenty-two banks in the State for additional
socuricy, in amounts ranging from three to eight
per cent, of their circulation, t » be paid within
thirty-live days. The deficit, is less than $3,000,-
000. No doubt is entertained that the bunks cm-

braced in the call will promptly respond. The
circulation of the other banks of the State, num¬

bering nearly one hundred, is amply secured.

LOCAL ITEMS.

Tun State Free Schools..Tho educa-;
tional facilities of Alexandria are perhaps
nut exceeded by those of any city of the same
population un the continent. Not only are

the Iligh Schools and Seminaries of learn-
ingofhigh grade and extensive reputation,
but in means provided for education in the
elementary branches of knowledge our city
has few superiors.
Of free schools we have ten:.the free

school endowed hy Gen. Washington and
supported by the corporation, which was

originally designed to teach on the Laneas-
terian plan, two hundred pupils; the female
free school attached to the Orphan Asylum
to which the city gives an annual subsidy of
one hundred dollars, and eight state free
schools, supported by the product of the cap-
itation tax and a subsidy from the Literary
fund of the State. To these schools last year, j
the city also gave a small appropriation.

These schools jointly educate about four
hundred children at an expense to the public
of about $2400.
The report of the Superintendent of the
