Gex. Scorr’s Svake Srory.—During a
dinner~given by. Fernando Wood;  in his
Mayoralty of New York, in 1855, Gen, Scott,
who was present, having been toasted, was
called upon for his snake story. It seems
that during the Florida campaign, the Gen-
eral and his staff’ were quartered for a night, -
in a rough building ' constructed from the
ground, and the floor open;at various places.
