CaSTING A SECTION OF THE STATUE OF FREE-
pou.—On Wednesday last anumber of ladies
and gentlemen assembled in'the foundry of
.Clark ‘Mills, thé - American sculptor, to wit-
ness the casting in bronze of a part of Craw-
ford’s colossal statue of the Goddess of Free-
'dom, intended for the ‘dome of the Capitol.
The section'was that part of the body of the

| figure comprising the shoulders and breast,

and the arms down to the elbows. Four thou-
sand pounds of metal, composed of one ounce
of block tin and half an ounce of zinc to
every pound of ‘copper, were put into'the fur-'
nace, and when melted, caught in two large
iron kettles, which were carried by cranes
over the mould. The latter had been previ-
ously sunk in a pit prepared for the purpoze,
in order to bring it cn a level with the earth-
en floor of the buildiog.: At a given sigpal
the liquid metal was forced out, and fell hiss-
