ing to tue in this sweet solitude for "copy/7
still old habits return, and I thought I would
send you a short description of how ducks
arc killed here on the Guupowder river,
which.may instruct many of your readers
who have never been fortunate enough to en¬
joy the sport.

Well, then, this bracing morning we leave
the house before Old Sol begins to smile in
;!:e .east, and go down to the shore, with our

doi;s creeping by our sides as stealthily as we

.walk ourselves. As we approach the "blinds"
(which are fixed upon the shore, and covered
with sedge and weeds, for the purpose of con¬
cealing the gunners,) we see through the grey
mist, which hangs thickiy over the river,
acres upon acres of ducks, who when they
iiso, (we pray they won't now,) make a noise
almost aETh to thunder;-but we creep through
the wet grass to our lairs, we are about to j
try ;t "tollhig" shot, which consists of thrus-
ting ouc from the- blind a stick with a red
handkerchief upon it, (ourselves all the time
concealed,) and waving it about upon the
hhore. Ah, the ducks nearest perceive the
object; they will wheel and turn like so

many soldiers. Good! good"! Our excitement
i- increasing. On they come towards the
shore, those farthest off following their
leaders, the little flag still waves. Nearer
approaches the dark wavering mass; the
.whisper is given in the blind, "make read//.''
Now as the canvass backs are within shot
we wrll wait till they bunch together, when
jivr. is the word. Bang! bang! bang! "Hie
out, dogs'!" and the faithful water dogs rush
oat into the river, which is strewn with the
dead and dying ducks, and soon bring them to
rheir masters. None but those who have
experienced the excitement of such sport can
appreciate the wonderful exhilaration of such
uui:com>.

Sometimes "tollivy" is performed with the
aid of a little dog, who 13 trained to ruu up-
and down the beach, the ducks, out of curi¬
osity (1 am told that, the drakes are scarcely
ever killed thus) swimming into the shore
in large bodies, and thus really "dying with
cti riosity.""
Most sportsmen, or old duekers, prefer

shooting upon the wing. I rather incline to

this, as the most legitimate sport.but entre
ilevxfcvx, (between two fires,) I love to con¬

template a heavy conquest, and not shoot all
day.for a splendid dozen, when an hour gives
you a vulgar sufficiency.

(.loaning "points" in this famous river are

very scarce, the most valuable being those
owned by Genera! George Cadwalader, that
known as "Joiner's Point" and "League's
Point," on the famous "Harewood property"
where I am shooting.
Many Philadelphians find their way to

these rivers during the ducking season, and
alt are made welcome to Maryland hospitali¬
ty.that genial sociality which is one of the
pleasing relics preserved by Maryland F. Fs.
of the good old times, and which may never,
[ hope, giyo way to the formality and frigid
etiquette of the North.

1 was about to give you an idea of my per¬
sonnel during this day's shooting, but I
can only espress my appearance by stating
that f would be suspected of being a "dum¬
my" figure at a Market street clothing
store: One-fifth full (or nigger) cloth cap,
worn after the "first murderer" fashion,
two-fifths full (or nigger) cloth coat,
after the modern police detective mode,
remaining two-fifths boots.aud, oh! such
boots! I went to put my hands) into the
pockets of my pautaloong, aud I thrust
them up to the elbows in those boots. But.

John B. Goccn on "Lin; in London.".

John 8. Cough, Esq., lectured in Boston, a

few evenings ago, on "Life iu London."
In commencing with the peculiarities of

that great metropolis audita surroundings,
he sp'.ke of the Thames, of its beneficial and
deleterious importance to London.
