Washington*, Dec. 14..The resignation
of Gen. Case, as Secretary of State, was an¬

nounced at noon, to day. It was expected
last night, by those familiar with the pro¬
ceedings of the cabinet council ui Tuesday.
It appears that in the cabinet on that day a

communication from Colonel Anderson was

read to the cabinet by the Secretary of War.
Col. A. stated that he had but sixty-tivo
men to defend Forts Moultrie and Sumpter,
and deemed it a prudent precaution in the
present state of public a Hairs that his force
should be increased. The Secretary of Wat-
did not think it would be politic to comply
with the request, as ii might be interpreted
to mean coercion, and thus, at once, lead to a

collision with South Carolina and precipi¬
tate civil strife.
Secretary Cass, it is asserted, strongly urged

the propriety and the necessity of the oppo¬
site course. Either Major Anderson was jus¬
tified in making the requisition or not. If
justified, his request should be granted at

once. If not. then he is incompetent tofiil
his place, and it should be supplied by some

one who would not make a dangerous de¬
mand in troublous times. S t long as he is
in authority, the means of asserting his au¬

thority should be conceded to him.
The Cabinet did not agree with Mr. Cass,

and upon a vote, if. was determined not to
reinforce the forts. Out of this action
grew the resignation.
The speech id' Senator Wade on Mondaj

next, wili, it is expected, be quite violent,
and some of the moderate Republicans
have been counselling him to be very guard¬
ed in his language.

Mr. Seward, ir. is said, is not at oil in¬
clined to conciliation, being now more than
ever of the opinion that uie irrepressible
conflict will be terminated against the in¬
terest uf slavery.

On dit that Mr. JJtiehanan and Mr. For¬
ney have reconciled thejr differences, but
this is not believed.

The assurances that South Carolina will

not resist the execution of the Federal laws
until the expiration of Mr. Buchanan's term
of oilier, are regarded in some quarters as

mere promises to tjuiefc apprehensions enter¬
tained in oflicial circles.
Gen. Scott has expressed the opinion that

additional forces should he sent to South
Carolina for the protection of the public pro¬
perty. The President, however, is siill op¬
posed to such a course, for prudential rea¬

sons, and from apprehensions that such a

course would augment the present excite¬
ment.
The puhlication of the manifesto of the

Southern members has produced a depres¬
sing eifcet upon conservative men, who say
that thev are now satisfied that these iiicm-

!)Ci's are opposed to compromise.
It is reported that Judge 1 Douglas will make

speech favuing coercion, at. an early <Sav.
At the meeting of the committee of thirty-
ihree, to-dav, several speeches were made,
opinions interchanged and conciliatory mea¬

sures proposed, but no decisive action tak¬
en. The committee adjourned until Mon¬
day.
