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THE CHINESE NEWS.
By the London Times of the I5th we have

fuller particulars respecting the lull of Fe-

kin.

the 6th, a further advance resulted in an

earthwork near Pekin, where no defence was

made, being taken by our troops; and the
Yuerig-min-veun, or Summer Palace of the
Emperor, was taken and completely looteu,
affording immense spoil.
"The chief share of the plunder appears to jhave fallen to the French, who had the first j

ransacking of the rich ornaments, jewels, jand clucks and watches, the rich robes and j
embroidered silks, of the Son of Heaven; but
a quantity of treasure which was t«k^n is to
be divided between both French and English, j
Some privates are said to have sold their
shares for about 30.000 francs. The entire

British share, including both treasury aud
private loot, is estimated at about $90,000..
Next day, in reply to a demand for the re¬

lease of the prisoners, Messrs. Parkes and
Loch were given up, together with a rrench
ofacer and seven or eight privates. Later
letters than those we have received bring un- |favorable accounts in regard to the other
prisoners, but thev do not appear to speak
with authority, nor do we attach much iui-;
portance to them.
"On the 12th everything was prepared lor

the first great event of the war.the assaults ]
or the occupation of Pekin.the unviolatcd j
capital of China. The siege guns and other j
artillery were in a position to bombard the j
town, unless it should be surrendered bv
noon of the 13th."
The general order, issued by Sir Hope j

Grant, placod the dispositions of storming the
city under General Napier. All officers and
privates were strictly forbidden to leave the
ranks to engage in plunder, that which j
should be taken in the palace being sold lor
the equal benefit of all ranks.

render expired, llang-Chin came out of the ,
city aud xaid the Allies' demands had been ,

acceded to, whereupon the outer and inner

gates were thruwn open.

ace an extract from a private letter says:.
"The British army encamped here on the

6th. The French on the same evening at-

tacked the Emperors Summer Palace,
Yueng-min-vuen, and entered and sacked it,
while°tbe only British troops present were j
the cavalry and artillery, who were, by com- j
maud of the French General, placed in a po-
sition to cut off retreating Tartars. I here
were none, as the Palace was only occupied j
bv 300 eunuchs, and 30 or 4*' men in charge
of the gardens. They made a slight show jof resistance, when two were killed, aud two j
French officers wounded. 1 he next da^ the
Palace was given up to indiscriminate loot
after the French had made a first selection.
They got a vast amount of jewelry, watches,
&o., much of which could be purchased from jthe'm afterwards at very low prices.

" Letters were found in the Palace liom
Sang-kolin-sin to the Emperor assuring him jof his confidence in being able to annihilate

our numbers were, he was confident he could
surround and destroy us.

60,000 to 70,000 men, or eight standards of |
8,000 each; but probably not three-fourths ot jthat number exist.

"There were a tew guns on the wall oppo- j
site to our battery, and our works for rifle¬
men w»re extended to within liJ0 yards ol
the wall."

. r jOther writers describe the destruction ot

property at the palace as having been -m-

mense and wanton. Every spot was ran¬

sacked, and every article that could not be
carried off was destroyed. It is estimated
that from 70,000 to 80.000 articles of dress-
all exceedingly costly.were tuund^ therein,
multitudes being trampled on the floor, and
others used as ropes to tie the loads on wag¬
ons. The French said they destroyed those val¬
uables in revenge for the barbarous treatment
their countrymen had received. The sale ot
the British portion of the spoils realized ?3l- j
000, independent of §01,000 in the treasure, jdistributed as prize money.
