Legation of Nicaragua in the United States,
New York, July 21, 1860.
Sir: I have the honur to communicare to

ragua, copies of which I beg leave to band
you herewith, intended to offer ycu a public
vote of thanks. a sword of honor, and twenty
caballerias of the national lands, to he settled
at your op tivn,as wkensof the bigh regard
felt for you personally, and in ackvowledg-
ment of the important service yuu rendered
that country, while like an upright citizev and
faithful servant you were performing your
whole duty to your own by your nohle con-
duct at Punta de Castilla and San Juan del
Norte on the 8th day of December, 1857,

It affords me great satisfaction tu be the
medium of imparting this intelligence to
you, regretting that fur some unaccountable
reasons it has only reached my hands in an
uffieial furm within the last three days.

Aware that in order to be at liberty to
accept any such demonstrations from a for-
eign G-vernment, your position requires that
lenve should be previously obtained frem
Congress, and with a view to spare you, if
possible, any trouble in this matter, itis my
intentivn upon receiving your answer, to ad-
dress myself, as is customary on such occa-
sions, to the honorable Secretary of State of
the United States.
