Progress of Vaccination..On the 14th
ot May, 1796, Jenoer vaccinated a.boy Darned
Phipps, eight years old, from the hand of a

dairy-woman who had the true cowpock..
The buy went well through the experiment,
was inoculated for smallpox in July, and
failed to take it. From this time forward it
was the custom to make the 14th of May a

day of rejoicing in Prussia aud elsewhere,
and to publish the annual results of vaccina¬
tion. For many years the vaccinations ex¬
ceeded the births, showing that the people
were aware of their danger while any re¬
mained unsecured. In Prussia the deaths
from smallpox had averaged forty thousand
annually before vaccination was introduced;
and within twenty years they had 6unk to
three thousand, though there had been a

i large accession of Dew territory, Sweden
and Denmark and some territories in Ger¬
many remaiued absolutely free from small¬
pox for twenty years after the practice of
vaccination had been properly adopted.a
sudden ohange from the few proceeding
years, when six hundred thousand persons
died annnally of smallpox in the world at
large, and two hundred and ten thousand in
Europr-; and wheu every quarter of a centu¬
ry saw twenty-five million human beings
carried off by the foulest of distempers..
