tion. It was at this time that this people
attracted the philanthropy of scholars and

statesmen. Clay, Randolph, Madison, Mer¬
cer, and Key.orator, statesman, philanthro¬
pist, scholar, lawyer, and poetj-these were

the men who perfected the plan of the home
ot our colored people of this continent upon
another shore. In all that was done in

the peace of 1815. in all the progress ot arts

and sciences, in all the unequalled growth
of this glorious nation, there was nothwig
more worthy of man thau this great under¬taking. Il'istorv has not yet spoken ot col-
onizauon, but Libera.a nation among the
nations.will not suffer her founders to be
forgotten. .

In their society all political discussion had
been avoided. Occupying as they do a po- jsition between the North and the South,
they had invariably omitted everythingI
that would iead to sectioual strife. Nor j
would they depart from it in referring to the
hallowed memories of their cause.

He said, when we think of our position
one jear ago, of the proud and glorious iu- jtureofthis nation when last we met, and that
iu another year there may be no America, we

may be permitted to look back through our j
tears to that day when there was no voice ot
dissolution. We may be permitted to recall
the reminiscences of the past, il it is only to

compare them with the present, and as they
are common to the people, the hearts of the ;
people may swell at the thought of them.. jCome what may, the importance of coloniza-j
tion to free people of color cannot be impair-
ed. should our glorious confederacy be split
in fragments, should this great Republic be
divided and subdivided into thirty-three re-

publics, and free and .independent cities:
spring up around us, colonization will nov be
impaired. Should the example of Arkansas,
ot Virginia, or Maryland, be followed in the
free Stalest, theu Liberia will be what it was

intended to be, a place of refuge for the flee¬
ing free man of color. Africa stretches out
her hands fur help. Nations ri.se and fall,
and colonization shall have its turn. While
they cherish the memories of a united people,
from which colonization sprang, we must al¬
so aid our young sister republic. If we are

surprised at the growth of our own nation,
how much may we expect of Liberia, if she
has the aid of our experience and our strong
arm? The full extent of her growth, the
full development of her being, may be enjoy¬
ed by Iter people when the nation from which
she sprang is no more.

The Secretary, Rev. 1\. R. Gurley, then
read extracts trom bis annual report.^
The Secretary read notices of distinguish¬

ed men formerly connected with the Society,
prominent among whom was the name ol
our late fellow-townsman, Mr. Gales. Let¬
ters were also read from l*r. Breckinridge,
pf Ivy., and others interested in the cause.
The ship Stevens, owned by the Society, has
carried several hundred to Liberia, and in
the last year about 4,000 recaptured Afri¬
cans have beeu sent there, lhe repoit that
had beeu circulated here about those sent

over by the Kcho haviug been sold into shi¬
very on the African coast was false, as they
are now in Liberia alive and well, ine sta¬
tistics of population had not been collected,
as the officer* of the colony are so busy that
they have nut 'he time to engage in the work.
Cotton and coffee are raided in large quanti¬
ties, some of which is used iu this country.
A fund of $80,000 is established for a col¬
lege, but owing to unavoidable difficulties it

liad not yet been carried into effective opera¬
tion.

After the report, Rev. l)r. Sunderland
addres-ed the Society, in a few brief but elo¬
quent remarks. In his allusions to the
bright future of Liberia and the possible
downfall of our own nation, his remarks
were particularly affecting, and drew teais

from the eyes of many.
At the close of Mr. Sunderland's remarks,

the Society was dismissed with the Bene¬
diction, by Rev. Mr. (xurley.
